PEDESTRIAN LAWS

IC 9-13-2-40
Crosswalk
     Sec. 40. "Crosswalk" means any of the following:
(1) That part of a roadway at an intersection included within the connections of the lateral lines of the sidewalks on opposite sides of the highway measured from the curbs, or in the absence of curbs, from the edges of the traversable roadway.

(2) A part of a roadway distinctly indicated for pedestrian crossing by lines or other markings on the surface.

IC 9-21-8-33
Yield signs; collision with pedestrian or vehicle
Sec. 33. (a) A person who drives a vehicle approaching a yield sign shall slow down to a speed reasonable for the existing conditions or stop if necessary. The person shall yield the right-of-way to a pedestrian legally crossing the roadway and to a vehicle in the intersection or approaching on another highway so closely as to present an immediate hazard. After yielding, the person may proceed, and all other vehicles approaching the intersection shall yield to the vehicle proceeding.
    (b) If a person who drives a vehicle is involved in a collision with a pedestrian in a crosswalk or a vehicle in the intersection after driving past a yield sign without stopping, the collision is considered prima facie evidence of the person's failure to yield the right-of-way.

IC 9-21-8-36
Traffic control signals not in operation
     Sec. 36. Except as provided in IC 9-21-17-8, when traffic control signals are not in place or not in operation, a person who drives a vehicle shall yield the right-of-way, slowing down or stopping if necessary to yield, to a pedestrian crossing the roadway within a crosswalk when the pedestrian is upon the half of the roadway upon which the vehicle is traveling or when the pedestrian is approaching closely from the opposite half of the roadway.

IC 9-21-8-37
Pedestrians and children; due care; caution
     Sec. 37. Notwithstanding other provisions of this article or a local ordinance, a person who drives a vehicle shall do the following:
        (1) Exercise due care to avoid colliding with a pedestrian or a person propelling a human powered vehicle, giving an audible signal when necessary.
        (2) Exercise proper caution upon observing a child or an obviously confused, incapacitated, or intoxicated person.

IC 9-21-8-42
Sidewalks; approaching from an alley, driveway, or building
     Sec. 42. A person who drives a vehicle within a business or residence district that is emerging from an alley, a driveway, or a building shall stop the vehicle immediately before driving onto a sidewalk or into the sidewalk area extending across an alleyway or a private driveway.

IC 9-21-17-2
"Walk" and "don't walk" signals
     Sec. 2. Whenever special pedestrian control signals exhibiting the words "walk" or "don't walk" are in place, the signals must indicate as follows:
        (1) Flashing or steady "walk" means a pedestrian facing the signal may proceed across the roadway in the direction of the signal and a person who drives a vehicle shall yield the right-of-way to the pedestrian.
        (2) Flashing or steady "don't walk" means a pedestrian may not start to cross the roadway in the direction of the signal. A pedestrian who has partially completed crossing on the "walk" signal shall proceed to a sidewalk or safety island while the "don't walk" signal is showing.

IC 9-21-17-5
Walking or running into the path of a vehicle; prohibition
     Sec. 5. A pedestrian may not suddenly leave a curb or other place of safety and walk or run into the path of a vehicle that is so close as to constitute an immediate hazard.

IC 9-21-17-7
Crossing roadway at point not marked as a crosswalk; yield of right-of-way to traffic
     Sec. 7. A pedestrian crossing a roadway at a point other than within a marked crosswalk or within an unmarked crosswalk at an intersection shall yield the right-of-way to all vehicles upon the roadway.

Marked crosswalks; adjacent intersections; duty to obey
     Sec. 9. Between adjacent intersections at which traffic control signals are in operation, pedestrians may not cross at any place except in a marked crosswalk.

Yield of right-of-way to all vehicles on roadway
     Sec. 15. Except as otherwise provided in this chapter, a pedestrian upon a roadway shall yield the right-of-way to all vehicles upon the roadway.

No pedestrians shall cross a roadway other than in a crosswalk. Pedestrian crossings shall be established at all intersections and at the following locations:

(10) 1000 block of Winslow Road between Abbey Lane and Allendale Drive;

(11) 2200 block of South High Street at Childs Elementary School;

(12) 3100 block of East Covenanter Drive between Auto Mall Road and Clarizz Boulevard;

(13) 1490 North Fee Lane between the Indiana University Stadium parking lot and the Indiana University outdoor pool facility;

(14) 400 block of East Kirkwood Avenue between Grant Street and Dunn Street;

(16) 300 block of North Drive between Walnut Street and Henderson Street;

Any violation of this section is a Class E Traffic Violation and subject to the penalty listed in Section 15.64.010(e).

12.04.010 Repair of sidewalks--Duty of adjacent owner.

Every owner or occupant of any house or other building, and any owner of any vacant lot within the city, shall keep the sidewalks in front of such house, building or vacant lot in repair. Any person neglecting or refusing to comply with the provisions of this section, or neglecting or refusing to put the sidewalk in front of any house, building or vacant lot owned or occupied by him in repair after having received notice from the city engineer to do so shall be subject to general penalty provisions of this code. (Ord. 81-5 § 10, 1981: prior code § 23-3).

12.04.020 Discharge of water on sidewalk.

It is unlawful for any person owning or controlling any building in the city adjacent to an improved sidewalk to permit water to run from a downspout attached to such building onto and over such sidewalk. (Prior code § 23-4).

12.04.050 Duty of abutting property owner to keep sidewalks clean.

It shall be the duty of every owner of real estate within the city to keep the sidewalk fronting upon such real estate reasonably clean and free from all dirt, filth or litter that may be washed or deposited thereon. (Prior code § 23-7).

12.04.070 Snow and ice removal—Duty of abutting property owner.

It shall be the duty of every owner of any premises abutting a sidewalk in all parts of the city to remove, or cause to be removed, all snow and ice from the sidewalk to allow safe and reasonable travel on said sidewalk within twenty-four hours after snow or ice has ceased to fall or in any way accumulate. In the downtown snow removal area, the minimum clear width of the path shall be the lesser of fifty-four inches or the full-paved width of the sidewalk, while in the remainder of the city the minimum clear width of the path shall be thirty-six inches.
For purposes of this section, the downtown snow removal area is defined as:
College Avenue and Walnut Street from 3rd Street to 10th Street;
Gentry Street from 4th Street to 5th Street;
Morton Street from 5th Street to 10th Street;
3rd Street between Walnut Street and College Avenue;
4th Street between Walnut Street and Gentry Avenue;
Segments of 5th, 6th, 7th, 8th, 9th, and 10th Streets from Walnut to Morton Streets;
Kirkwood Avenue from Indiana Avenue to Rogers Street.
Where the ownership of the premises abutting a sidewalk is being transferred by means of a sales contract that has been recorded in the office of the county recorder, the duty to remove snow and ice shall be on the purchaser of the premises, who shall be considered the owner for the purposes of the ordinance codified in this section. (Ord. 04-35 § 1, 2004).

12.04.080 Snow and ice removal—Failure to remove.

(a) If the owner of any premises abutting a sidewalk fails to remove or cause to be removed snow and ice as required in Section 12.04.070, the owner may be issued a notice of ordinance violation and may be fined in the amount of fifty dollars. Said notice of ordinance violation may be issued by the following city of Bloomington departments: engineering, fire, housing and neighborhood, parking enforcement, planning and police. The owner may make payment within ten business days of issuance of the notice in full satisfaction of the penalty. In the event payment is not made within the time designated, court proceedings may be initiated by the city legal department.
(b) Each day a violation of Section 12.04.070 continues after the owner has been notified of the violation shall constitute a separate violation. (Ord. 04-35 § 2, 2004; Ord. 80-92 § 2, 1980: prior code § 23-10).

12.04.100 Pedestrian safety during razing or construction operations.

It shall be the duty of the owner of any property during the razing, remodeling or construction of any building or other facility to see that proper safety is provided at all times for pedestrians using the sidewalk adjoining such building or facility. (Prior code § 23-11.1).

12.04.110 Obstructing sidewalk-- Walkaround--To be provided.

If it is necessary to obstruct or block a sidewalk for a period in excess of twenty-four hours, the owner of such property shall provide a walkaround for such area, which walkaround shall consist of a walk not less than four feet wide and be protected by railings five feet high on each side and provided with electric lighting at night. (Prior code § 23-11.2).

IC 9-13-2-14
Bicycle
     Sec. 14. "Bicycle" means any foot-propelled vehicle, irrespective of the number of wheels in contact with the ground.

9-21.11.1 Children and wards; bicycles; violations

Sec. 1 (a) The parent of a child and the guardian of a protected person may not authorize or knowingly permit the child or protected person to violate this chapter.

(b) Subject to the exceptions stated, the provisions of this chapter applicable to bicycles apply whenever a bicycle is operated upon a highway or path set aside for the exclusive use of bicycles.

9-21-11-2 Riding on roadways; rights and duties

Sec. 2 A person riding a bicycle upon a roadway has all the rights and duties under this article that are applicable to a person who drives a vehicle.

Except the following:

(1) Special regulations of this article

(2) Those provisions of this article that by their nature have no application.

9-21-11-3 Seats

Sec. 3 (a) A person propelling a bicycle may not:

(1) Ride other than upon the permanent and regular seat attached to the bicycle; or

(2) Carry any other person upon the bicycle who is not seated upon a firmly attached and regular seat on the bicycle.

(b) a person may not ride upon a bicycle unless seated under this section.

9-21-11-4 Passengers

Sec. 4 A bicycle may not be used to carry more persons at one (1) time than the number for which the bicycle is designed and equipped.

9-12-11-5 Hitching Rides on Motor vehicles or street cars

Sec. 5 A person upon a bicycle, a coaster, roller skates, or a toy vehicle may not attach the bicycle, coaster, roller skates or toy vehicle or the person to a street car or vehicle upon a roadway.

9-21-11-6 Riding two abreast

Sec. 6 A person riding a bicycle upon a roadway may not ride more than two (2) abreast except on paths or parts of roadways set aside for the exclusive use of bicycles.

9-21-11-7 Carrying articles

Sec. 7 A person who rides a bicycle may not carry a package, a bundle or an article that prevents the person from keeping both hands upon the handlebars.

As added by P.L.2-1991,SEC.9.

9-21-11-8 Bells or other audible signal devices

Sec. 8 A person may not ride a bicycle unless the bicycle is equipped with a bell or other device capable of giving a signal audible for a distance of at least one hundred (100) feet. A bicycle may not be equipped with and a person may not use upon a bicycle a siren or whistle.

9-21-11-9 Lamps and reflectors

Sec. 9 A bicycle operated on a highway from one-half (1/2) hour after sunset until one-half (1/2) hour before sunrise must be equipped with the following:

(1) A lamp on the front exhibiting a white light visible from a distance of at least five hundred (500) feet to the front.

(2) A lamp on the rear exhibiting a red light visible from a distance of five hundred (500) feet to the rear or a red reflector visible from a distance of five hundred (500) feet to the rear.

9-21-11-10 Brakes

Sec. 10 A bicycle must be equipped with a brake that will enable the person who operates the bicycle to make the braked wheels skid on dry, level, clean pavement.

9-21-11-11 Traffic regulation and requirements

Sec. 11 A person who operates a bicycle upon a highway shall observe the regulations and requirements of this article.

9-21-11-14 Violations

Sec. 14 A person who violates this chapter commits a Class C infraction.

IC 9-13-2-14 Bicycle

IC 9-21-1-3 Powers of local authorities; effective date of ordinances

Sec. 3 (a) A local authority, with respect to private roads and highways under the authority’s jurisdiction, in accordance with section 2 of this chapter, and within the reasonable exercise of the police power, may do the following:

(9) Regulate the operation of bicycles and require the registration and licensing of bicycles, including the requirement of a registration fee.
….
(b) An ordinance or regulation adopted under subsection (a)(4), (a)(5), (a)(6), (a)(7), (a)(8), (a)(10), (a)(11), (a)(12), (a)(13), or (a)(14) is effective when signs giving notice of the local traffic regulations are posted upon or at the entrances to the highway or part of the highway that is  affected.

Every person who operates a bicycle upon any street or road shall be subject to the state laws concerning bicycles as set out in Title 9 of the Indiana Code and to all city traffic ordinances except where additional requirements are imposed by this chapter, or the nature of such rules or ordinances renders them inapplicable to bicycles or bicycle traffic.

15.56.015 - Definitions.

When appearing in this chapter the following words shall have the following meanings:

"Bicycle" means a human powered vehicle with two wheels in tandem designed to transport, by the action of pedaling, one or more persons seated on one or more bicycle seats on its frame. Such term also includes a human-powered vehicle designed to transport by pedaling which has more than two wheels where the vehicle is used on a public highway, public bicycle path or other public right-of-way, but does not include a tricycle.

"Bicycle trailer" means a vehicle with two or more wheels that is attached to a bicycle and pulled in whole or in part by the pedaling action of the operator of the bicycle.

"Operator" means a person who travels on a bicycle seated on a bicycle seat from which that person is intended to and can pedal the bicycle.

"Passenger" means any person who travels on a bicycle in any manner except as an operator.

"Protective bicycle helmet" means a piece of headgear which meets or exceeds the impact standards for protective bicycle helmets set by the American National Standards Institute (ANSI) or the Snell Memorial Foundation.

"Restraining seat" means a seat separate from the seat of the operator of the bicycle that is fastened securely to the frame of the bicycle and is adequately equipped to restrain the passenger in such seat and protect such passenger from the moving parts of the bicycle.

"Tricycle" means a three-wheeled human powered vehicle designed for use as a toy by a single child under the age of six years of age, the seat of which is no more than two feet from ground level.

15.56.020 - Operating bicycles.

Every person who operates a bicycle on public property shall comply with the following provisions.

(a)

No person shall operate a two-wheeled bicycle on a sidewalk if the wheel diameter of the bicycle exceeds fourteen inches. All persons riding bicycles on sidewalks permitted by this section shall yield to pedestrians. Such restrictions do not apply to officers of the Bloomington police department who are in the act of performing their duties. A violation of this provision shall be a Class G Traffic Violation, which bears a penalty listed in Section 15.64.010(h).

(b)

No person shall operate a bicycle in violation of:

(i)

15.12.010 (running a stop sign);

(ii)

15.12.020 (running a yield sign);

(iii)

15.12.030 (running a traffic light);

(iv)

15.16.010 (going the wrong way on a one-way street);

(v)

15.16.020 (going the wrong way on a one-way alley).

A violation of this provision shall be a Class F Traffic Violation, which bears a penalty listed in Section 15.64.010(g).

15.56.025 - Prohibition of coasters, skateboards and roller skates.

(a)

No person upon roller skates, skateboards, or riding in or by means of any coaster, toy vehicle or similar device, shall go upon any roadway except while crossing a street in a crosswalk, and when so crossing such person shall be granted all the rights and shall be subject to all of the duties applicable to pedestrians.

(b)

Operating a skateboard in the following locations is hereby declared a public nuisance and is therefore prohibited.

STREETS:

Kirkwood Avenue from Indiana Avenue to College Avenue.

Sixth Street from Walnut Street to College Avenue.

Walnut Street from Third Street to Seventh Street.

College Avenue from Third Street to Seventh Street.

PARKS:

Third Street Park fountain circle.

(c)

The city shall have the discretion to post signs as necessary and appropriate.

(d)

Violation of Section 15.56.025 is a Class G Traffic Violation and subject to the penalty listed in Section 15.64.010(h).

15.56.030 - Bicycle license required.

(a)

No person shall ride a bicycle on any road, street, or bicycle path within the city unless the bicycle has been licensed and a valid license decal firmly attached to the seat tube of such bicycle. Bicycles owned by non-residents of Bloomington and bicycles validly registered by Indiana University, Bloomington, are exempt from this license requirement.

(Ord. 82-1 § 1 (part), 1982).

15.56.040 - Issuance of license.

The city controller shall, upon receiving proper application, issue a bicycle license decal, at no charge to the applicant.

(Ord. 82-1 § 1 (part), 1982).
15.56.050 - Bicycle license records.

(a)

The city controller shall maintain a record of all bicycle licenses issued. Such record shall contain the number of the license decal issued, the date of issue, the name and address of the owner, the make and serial number of the bicycle, and any other information deemed necessary.
(b)

A duplicate of the record provided for in subsection (a) of this section shall be maintained by the city police department.

15.56.060 - Removal of license decal prohibited.

No person shall remove a license decal from a bicycle during the period for which the license was issued except upon a transfer of ownership of the bicycle, or in the event the bicycle is dismantled and is no longer operated upon any street, road or bicycle path in the city.

15.56.070 - Bicycle rentals.

(a)

Any person or business who rents or offers a bicycle for rent in this city shall be responsible for compliance with all license and safety equipment requirements and shall indemnify any person renting such bicycle for fines incurred due to any noncompliance with these requirements.

(b)

Failure to license rental bicycles and to indemnify renter for any fines incurred is a Class B Traffic Violation subject to the penalty listed in Section 15.64.010(b).

15.56.080 - Bicycle paths established.

Bicycle paths are established for the purpose of providing a separate traffic lane on designated city streets for the sole use of persons riding bicycles. Bicycle paths shall be located on a strip four feet wide and shall be separated from the automobile traffic lane by solid lane-marking strips. The location of bicycle paths shall be designated by signs and/or appropriate markings on the surface of the street. The following are designated bicycle paths:

(1)

East side bicycle path: the path that runs parallel to and south of the Illinois Central and Gulf Railroad tracks between the State Road 46 bypass and the Park Ridge subdivision.

(2)

Tenth Street bicycle path: the path that runs parallel to and north of Tenth Street between the University Elementary and Middle Schools and the extension of Pete Ellis Drive.

(3)

Path running between Nota Drive and Maxwell Lane.

(4)

Path running between Maxwell Lane and Binford Middle School.

(5)

Path running between Wexley Road and Winslow Sports Complex.

15.56.090 - Right-of-way of bicycle riders.

(a)

Any bicycle rider legally within a bicycle path shall have the right-of-way.

(b)

The use of motorized vehicles on bicycle paths is prohibited; provided, however, that motorized bicycles of less than fifty cubic centimeters (cc) engine displacement shall not be considered motorized vehicles for purposes of this section.

(c)

Rules and regulations applying to pedestrians, bicycles, and motorized bicycles of less than 50 cc engine displacement shall apply on bicycle paths.

15.56.095 - Abandoned bicycles.

(a)

Abandoned Bicycles.

(1)

No person shall abandon any bicycle on any public way within the city. A bicycle shall be deemed abandoned if it: (i) is in such a state of disrepair as to be incapable of being operated in its present condition, (ii) has not been moved for at least two weeks; or (iii) bears physical indicia of having been abandoned. 

(2)

Any bicycle deemed abandoned pursuant to subsection (1) of this section may have a notice affixed to it which informs the bicycle's owner that the bicycle appears to be abandoned. The manager of parking enforcement or designee is authorized to affix such notices upon bicycles. This notice shall indicate: (i) a telephone number for the owner to call to inform the department of parking enforcement that the bicycle is not abandoned; and (ii) the date after which the bicycle may be removed if it is not claimed by its owner. A bicycle shall not be deemed to be abandoned if the owner of the bicycle, within seven days of the affixing of a notice of abandonment, notifies the department of parking enforcement that the bicycle is not abandoned. 

(3)

If a bicycle is not relocated or claimed by its owner within seven days of the affixing of a notice of abandonment, that bicycle may be removed and impounded by the department of parking enforcement. 

(b)

Reclaiming Impounded Bicycle. Impounded bicycles may be reclaimed by the owner of the bicycle. A fee of thirty dollars shall be paid before the bicycle is released to the owner. 

(c)

An impounded bicycle shall be subject to disposal in accordance with state law if the bicycle has remained unclaimed for at least one year.

15.56.100 - Requirements for helmet and restraining seat use.

With regard to any bicycle used on a public highway, public bicycle path, or other public right-of-way:

(a)

It shall be a violation of this chapter for any person under the age of eighteen to operate or be a passenger on a bicycle or bicycle trailer unless at all times when the person is so engaged he or she wears a protective bicycle helmet of good fit fastened securely upon the head with straps of the helmet.

(b)

It shall be a violation of this chapter for any person under the age of eighteen (18) to be a passenger on a bicycle or bicycle trailer unless at all times:

(1)

The person is able to maintain a seated position on the bicycle or bicycle trailer; and

(2)

The person is properly seated alone on a bicycle seat separate from that of the operator; or

(3)

With respect to any person who weighs less than forty pounds, or who is less than forty inches in height, the person can be and is properly seated in and adequately secured to a restraining seat.

(c)

It shall be a violation of this chapter for any parent or legal guardian of a person below the age of eighteen to permit such person to operate or be a passenger on a bicycle in violation of subsection (a) or (b) of this section.

(d)

It shall be a violation of this chapter to rent or lease any bicycle to or for the use of any person under the age of eighteen unless:

(1)

The person is in possession of a protective bicycle helmet of good fit at the time of such rental or lease; or

(2)

The rental or lease includes a protective bicycle helmet of good fit, and the person intends to wear the helmet, as required by subsection (a), at all times while operating or being a passenger on the bicycle.

(e)

Any person violating the requirements of parts (a) through (c) of this section shall be subject to a Class G Traffic Violation, which bears the penalty listed in Section 15.64.010(h). And, any person violating the requirements of part (d) of this section shall be subject to a Class B Traffic Violation, which bears the penalty listed in Section 15.64.010(b).

(f)

In the case of a person's first citation under parts (a), (b), or (c) of this section, the fine may be waived upon receipt of satisfactory proof that the cited person has since the date of the violation purchased or otherwise obtained, as appropriate, a protective bicycle helmet or a restraining seat, and uses and intends to use the same whenever required to do so under the terms of this chapter.

15.56.110 - Violations and penalty.     Unless a provision refers to another penalty, a violation of any provision of this chapter shall be a Class E Traffic Violation and is subject to the penalty listed in Section 15.64.010(e). Except for those violations which, by their very nature, can occur more than once in one day, each day that a violation continues shall constitute a separate violation.
