Adopter Provides:


· Design, artist and/or artist team

· Outdoor latex paint

· Paint brushes

· Drop cloths
· Cleaning supplies

BEAD will:



· Make available a list of artist or artist teams for consideration
· Prime the boxes for painting
· Apply graffiti-resistant coating to protect the completed artwork

Those interested in adopting a box should fill out the following application and provide a detailed description of the intended location and artwork to appear on the traffic box.  All two-dimensional media including paint and/or collage will be considered.

Application Review and Notification



Applications will be reviewed in the order they are received.  Only completed applications will be considered.  Applicants will be notified of a decision by City staff within one month of application submission.  Applicants will be evaluated by City staff using the following criteria.  
·    Captures the unique essence of the Bloomington community  

·    Is appropriate to the location of the work   

· Reflects a high quality of artistic excellence

· Reflects a unique and original artistic perspective 
· Represents enduring and not transitory, artistic concepts
