Application for a Chicken Flock Permit
Bloomington Municipal Code 7.21
"Chicken Flock" means one chicken or group of two or more chickens which:
(a) contains no more than five hens and no roosters; and

(b) is issued a permit by the City of Bloomington Animal Care and Control; and

(c) is not otherwise permitted by 20.07.16.01, Table 7-2 of the Bloomington Municipal Code as the same may be hereafter amended or replaced; and

(d) reside in an area zoned Estate Residential (RE) or Single-Dwelling Residential (RS) or those Estate Residential or Single-Swelling Residential portion of a Planned Unit Development (PUD) as defined in Chaper 20.07 of the Bloomington Municipal Code as the same may be hereafter amended or replaced.

“Chicken Coop” means an enclosed structure for housing chickens that provides shelter from the elements.

“Chicken Run” means an enclosed outside yard for keeping chickens.
Application
A property owner wishing to harbor a chicken flock must apply to Animal Care and Control for a permit, prior to creation of a flock except for chickens harbored on March 31, 2006.
Chicken flock permits shall be valid for a period of one (1) year from the date of issuance.

Fees for chicken flock permits shall be $25.
Animal Care and Control shall be permitted to inspect the premises wherein an establishment regulated under this chapter is maintained as a condition to the issuance of any permit.
All persons wishing to harbor a flock shall obtain written waivers by all owners of adjacent lots indicating that said owner does not oppose the harboring of a chicken flock at the applicant’s address.  The waiver is effective when it is filed with Animal Care and Control and shall expire five (5) years from the effective date.
If the applicant receives waivers from all owners of adjacent lots, the applicant shall be permitted to replenish the flock upon the death or loss of any chicken.

An applicant who harbored chickens on March 31, 2006 may obtain a permit without obtaining waivers and the applicant will thereby be permitted to retain a chicken flock but may not replace any chicken upon its death or loss.  The number of chickens in the flock must be reduced to no more than 5 hens and no roosters and comply with the provisions of this ordinance within 90 from February 12, 2007.  No applicant may harbor more than one chicken flock.
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Standards for Maintaining Chicken Flocks
All harborers of chicken flocks shall:

1. operate in such a manner as to not constitute a public nuisance and not pose a threat to public health;
2. not slaughter chickens on harborer’s property;

3. keep all chickens completely and securely enclosed and on the harborer’s property;

4. provide both a chicken coop and an attached chicken run that afford twelve (12) square feet per chicken;

5. provide a chicken coop and chicken run that are clean, dry and odor free;

6. provide a chicken coop that affords shelter from the elements;

7. provide a chicken cooop and attached chicken run that provide adequate ventilation, sun and shade and that are impermeable to predators; 

8. provide chickens with access to feed and clean water at all times;

9. provide safeguards to prevent unauthorized access to the chickens by members of the public;

10. keep the coop and run and surrounding area free from trash and accumulated droppings.

The chicken coop and run shall:

1. Provide a sight fence or shrub screening of a least four (4) feet in height around both coop and run if visible to occupants of neighboring lots;

2. Be located at least twenty (20) feet from any building not owned by the harborer that is capable of being used for human habitation;

3. Be located at least twelve (12) feet from the property line of any neighboring lot.
