UTILITIES SERVICE BOARD MEETING
October 10, 2011

Utilities Service Board meetings are recorded electronically or stenographically and are available
during regular business hours in the office of the Director of Utilities.

Board President Swafford called the regular meeting of the Utilities Service Board to order at 5:02 p.m.
The meeting was held in the Utilities Service Board room at the City of Bloomington Utilities Department
Administrative Building in Bloomington, Indiana.

Board members present: Tom Swafford, Julie Roberts, Sam Frank, Pedro Roman, Jason Banach, and
ex-officio member Tim Mayer. Staff members present: Patrick Murphy, John Langley, Tom Axsom, Jon
Callahan, Michael Horstman, Jane Fleig, Phil Peden and Mike Hicks. Others present. Grace and Molly
Frank, and Sue Mayer.

MINUTES

Board member Roman moved and Board member Roberts seconded the motion to approve the
minutes of the September 26" meeting. Motion carried, 5 ayes, 2 members absent, (Ehman and
Whikehart).

CLAIMS

Board member Roberts moved and Board member Roman seconded the motion to approve the
claims as follows:

Vendor invoices submitted to the controller’s Office on October 14" included $190,375.55 from
the Water Utility; $327,906.34 from the Woastewater Ultility; and $8,000.85 from the
Wastewater/Storm water Utility. Total Claims approved, $526,282.74.

Ex-officio board member Mayer asked about the claim for an Oracle software update and license
support. ' Assistant Director of Finance Horstman said this was for normal quarterly maintenance for the
months of May through August.

Motion carried, 5 ayes, 2 members absent, (Ehman and Whikehart).

OLD BUSINESS:

No old business was presented.

NEW BUSINESS:

No new business was presented.

SUBCOMMITTEE REPORTS:

There were no subcommittee meetings.

STAFF REPORTS:

Superintendant of Operations Axsom gave a power point update on the Eastgate Lane sanitary sewer
project which is a replacement of an existing 8” clay main part of which runs underneath the 45/46 by-
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pass. ltis being upgraded to a 12" plastic pipe. The project is 750’ long and the work is being done at a
depth of 20’ which is very difficult. This sewer collects from all of U that is north of 10" St. The project
should be finished by the end of the week.

Board member Roberts asked what the normal depth of a sewer pipe would be. Mr. Axsom said they
are mostly around 4’ but in this case, because it is all gravity fed, the pipe had to be much deeper in
order to catch everything.

Utilities Engineer Peden gave a power point update on the Gifford Rd. sanitary sewer project. It is a part
of the Sanitary Sewer Overflow Corrective Action Plan. This is one of the four items that must be
completed by 2014. The design of this project is 1,500’ of 24" pipe which is replacing 8" pipe that has
been lined which brings it down to 7”. This increase in size will allow it to hold the water in the pipe
during a rain event rather than coming out on the surface. It will hold 11 times the volume of water that
the existing pipe holds.

Capital Projects Manager Hicks gave a report on the progress made on the capital waterworks projects.
He said for reasons to do with the funding it has been a slow start. He reviewed the awarding of bids.
He said the notice of award was sent on September 1*. Depending on the closing of the SRF and public
bonds it is hoped the notice to proceed for the water plant improvements will be sent on November 2",

For the pump station and tank project land has to be bought and easements must be acquired. There
are 100 days from the time of opening the bids until the notice to proceed must be given. All that time
will be needed, so it will probably be December 30" before the contractor will receive the notice to
proceed.

The transmission line will also require easements so it will probably be mid to late December before the
notice to proceed can be given.

Board President Swafford asked how much land has been purchased and how much more is needed.
Mr. Hicks said 2 parcels from two different owners are needed, and all the documents for the initial
offers have been prepared and will be sent out later this week. About 31 easements are needed and the
plan is to start sending those offers out next week.

Board member Roman asked how much would be paid for all that land. Mr. Hicks said all the appraisals
for the land have not yet been finished. Mr. Roman asked what the budgeted amount is. Mr. Hicks said
it is about $150,000. '

Board President Swafford thanked the staff for the updates on the projects. He asked Superintendant of
Operations Axsom if there had been any major water line breaks. Mr. Axsom said they were working
three minor breaks today.

PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS:

There were no petitions or communications.

ADJOURNMENT:

The meeting was adjourned at 5:21 p.m.
