" Board Vice President Roberts called the regular meeting of the Ultilities Service Board to order at 5:01
p.m. The meeting was held in the Utilities Service Board room at the City of Bloomington Utilities
Department Administrative Building in Bloomington, Indiana.

Board members present: Julie Roberts, Sam Frank, Jeff Ehman, Pedro Roman, Jason Banach, and
ex-officio member Tim Mayer. Staff members present: Patrick Murphy, John Langley, Michael
Horstman, Tom Axsom, Jon Callahan, Phil Peden, and Jane Fleig. Others present: Molly and Grace
Frank and friend, Sue Mayer.

MINUTES

Board member Roman moved and Board member Ehman seconded the motion to approve the
minutes of the February 13" meeting. Motion carried, 5 ayes, 2 members absent, (Swafford
and Whikehart). )

CLAIMS

Board member Ehman moved and Board member Roman seconded the motion to approve the
claims as follows:

Vendor invoices submitted to the controller’s Office on February 22" included $442,386.03
from the Water Utility; $124,031.25 from the Wastewater Utility; and $7,067.87 from the
Wastewater/Storm water Utility. Total Claims approved, $287,832.08.

Board member Banach asked what the revision in the claims was. Utilities Director Murphy said the
" item for New World was removed from the claims until an amendment to the Interdepartmental
Agreement is ready.

Motion carried, 5 ayes, 2 members absent, (Swafford and Whikehart).
Wire transfers and fees for the month of December:

Board member Ehman moved and Board member Roman seconded the motion to approve the
wire transfers and fees for the month of December in the amount of $287,832.08.

Motion carried, 5 Ayes, 2 members absent, (Swafford and Whikehart).
REVISED PRETREATMENT PERMIT FOR CIRCLE PROSCO, INC.:

Utilities Deputy Director Langley said this permit is a renewal for five years, expiring in 2017. Circle
Prosco is not a federally designated discharger, but in a very bad scenario they would have the ability
to impact the water treatment plant. Because of this they have a permit, and are inspected twice a
year. They manufacture surface coatings, cleaners, lubricants, and restorative products for alloys of
aluminum and steel. They also apply a non-hazardous flux coating to aluminum parts. They have a
batch discharge, so there are several layers of management that sign off on the chemical parameters
in the effluent before it ever gets released. The batch is physically separated from the sewer so it
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takes a key and two management signatures to allow the discharge. They have a long history of
compliance and have a good relationship with Utilities’ staff.

Board member Ehman said he understands that the process is they have a set system where they
treat all the water, then move it over to let is settle, decant off the water and let it go to the sewer. Mr.
Langley said typically when they are done they aren’t dealing with a lot of solids anyway, so the
decanting is more mechanical than for the purpose of suspended solids. Mr. Ehman said once or
twice a week there are 2,000 gallon batches. He read from the permit that “flows are to be reported
on the basis of actual measurement except for cost or feasibility restraints.” Mr. Langley said a
monthly summary of batch discharges from Circle Prosco is used. Ultilities’ staff likes to get a look at
the whole thing so they can tell if there are production increases which would make more frequent
inspections necessary. The effluent is pretty consistent from batch to batch. Mr. Ehman asked if
samples are being taken twice a year. Mr. Langley said Utilities samples twice a year, Circle Prosco
samples every batch. Mr. Ehman asked if they report a total loading based on the volume and
concentration. Mr. Langley replied they send a report on flow, suspended solids, and relevant metals.

Board member Ehman moved and board member Roman seconded the motion to approve the
revised pretreatment permit for Circle Prosco. Motion carried, 5 ayes, 2 members absent,
(Swafford and Whikehart).

No old business was presented.

NEW BUSINESS:

No new business was presented

SUBCOMMITTEE REPORTS:

There were no subcommittee meetings.
