Outdoor Storage and Parking Standards

Dear Sir or Madam:

This Notice of Violation (NOV) serves as formal warning of non-compliance with the Unified Development Ordinance (UDO).  Planning and Transportation Department staff observed vehicles parked on an unimproved surface at 3901 E. Morningside Dr. (photo attached).  Records show that you are the owner or tenant of the property where the vehicles are parking on the grass. 

According to the Unified Development Ordinance (UDO) Section 20.05.065, Outdoor storage standards—Storage and parking of vehicles:
(a) Vehicles and trailers shall not be stored or parked on an unimproved surface.

According to the Unified Development Ordinance (UDO) Section 20.05.071(e) and Section 20.05.072(b), Parking standards—Residential and Core Residential:
(e) Surface Material: 
(1) Driveways and parking area shall utilize a dustless, hard surface of concrete, asphalt, brick pavers, crushed stone, permeable pavement, or comparable material. Crushed stone parking surfaces shall be contained within a raised, permanent border. 
(2) Under no circumstances shall dirt, sand or grass be permitted as a parking surface material. 
(3) All new driveway aprons onto a street shall be surfaced with concrete. Enlargement or modification of an existing driveway shall require the driveway apron to be surfaced with asphalt or concrete.  

As required by the City of Bloomington Unified Development Ordinance (UDO), a violation of this nature may result in a fifty dollar ($50) fine. The fifty dollar ($50) fine is for the first violation only. Each day a violation occurs is considered a distinct and separate violation. Subsequent violations are twice the previous fine, subject to a maximum daily fine of seven thousand five hundred dollars ($7,500). For example, the second day this violation remains uncorrected, the fine is one hundred dollars ($100), the third day the fine is two hundred dollars ($200), etc. 

No fines have been issued at this time. Please remedy this violation by 12/22/2017. If the violation is not addressed, the City will be forced to assess fines in accordance with the preceding paragraph.
