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Be More Award™ Nomination Submission Categories

Be More…Bloomington

General Award ~ this award is selected from all of the submitted applications. The criteria includes consideration of overall excellence, level of community impact and embodiment of overall community goodwill. (individual or group)

Be More…Collaborative

Group/Family Award ~ this award is presented to a group or family of volunteers who demonstrate outstanding volunteer engagement.  (group only)

Be More…Creative

Arts & Culture Award ~ this award is presented for exceptional efforts within an arts or culture-based organization, endeavor or issue. (individual or group)

Be More… Phenomenal

Board Member Award ~ this award honors dedicated volunteer efforts to a nonprofit or governmental Board of Directors/Advisory Board/Committee. (individual or group)

Be More…Involved

College Student Award ~ this award recognizes a student or student group from Indiana University or Ivy Tech State College who demonstrates exceptional efforts in their community volunteering activities. (individual or group)
Be More…Energized

Youth Award ~ this award is presented to an exceptional volunteer age 17 or younger or to a youth group whose members are predominantly age 17 or younger.  (individual or group)

Be More…Knowledgeable

Education/Literacy Award ~ this award spotlights excellence in the area of education or literacy. (individual or group)
Be More…Sustainable

Environmental/Animal Welfare Award ~ this award honors innovation, leadership or positive impact in promoting the principles of sustainability in the environmental or animal welfare sectors. (individual or group)

Be More…Dedicated

Lifetime of Service Award ~ this award honors a life long volunteer in our community who is age 60 or older. (individual only)
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Eligibility

The Be More Awards™ are presented to individuals and groups who have performed outstanding volunteer service in the community. 
The City of Bloomington Volunteer Network, the Community Foundation of Bloomington and Monroe County, the United Way of Monroe County and WTIU Public Television salute all of the nominees who give so generously of their time and talent to the community. 

· Volunteer service must be performed primarily in Monroe County. 


· No more than five (5) nominations may be submitted by each non-profit program.


· Both individuals and groups are eligible in all categories – except Lifetime of Service Award (individual only). Check as many as apply.

· Nominee’s nonprofit organization must serve the community at large. Religious, fraternal or professional groups providing services to their members only are not eligible.


· Award check will be made payable to a qualifying non profit organization. Individuals are NOT eligible for a monetary award.


· If volunteer is nominated for his or her work with more than one organization, cash award may be split at the discretion of the judges.


· Volunteer service may be performed for student course credit. 


· 
Volunteers who receive reimbursement for out-of-pocket expenses (e.g. gasoline) are eligible.

· Employees of the City of Bloomington Volunteer Network, the Community Foundation of Bloomington and Monroe County, United Way of Monroe County, or WTIU Public Television, as well as judges, and their family members cannot participate as nominators or nominees.


· Nominees cannot receive an award in two consecutive years.


· Nominations and attachments will not be returned.

· Nonprofit organization staff and relatives or friends of volunteers are encouraged to submit nominations. Volunteers may not nominate themselves as individuals, although they may nominate a group to which they belong.
