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Waldron Study Group Hosts Town Hall Meeting on January 26, 2010, 6:30 p.m., Council Chambers
Bloomington, IN – The City of Bloomington’s Waldron Study Group will be hosting a town hall meeting on Tuesday, January 26, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers (Suite 115, City Hall, 401 N. Morton) to hear from the community about the future of the Waldron Arts Center.

City Councilmember At-Large and Study Group member, Susan Sandberg, urges citizens to make their voices heard, “I encourage broad participation in the upcoming community forum on the best use of the Waldron Arts Center.  An obvious asset in the heart of the Bloomington Entertainment and Arts District, the Waldron building is an important symbol of the City of Bloomington's investment in the arts. That investment can be managed to support the community's best interests in maintaining a quality arts reputation in a vibrant downtown.  An open and honest community discussion is an important piece of the investment.”  

The Waldron Study Group is an eight-member group appointed by Mayor Kruzan in December 2009. The group is charged with seeking input from all interested parties in a neutral, community-based discussion; to analyze the fee structure of the Waldron Arts Center and to develop productive recommendations designed to ensure the sustainability of the arts center.   "More than anything, what's needed at this point is public input on what the Waldron facility should be," Kruzan said.  "If the Waldron building business plan being prepared will be the brain of the operation I've asked the study group to undertake, stakeholder input will be the heart."

The study group hopes to issue its recommendations by March 1, 2010.
