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  BEAD Event Banner Program


The Bloomington Entertainment and Arts District (BEAD) will make space available on up to 11 designated poles in downtown for street banners to promote events and attractions deemed to have a significant impact on tourism in the community.
Program Specifics

· Applicant is responsible for all costs of production, installation and removal of event banners.
· Applicant is responsible for scheduling installation and removal of event banners in accordance with approved schedule.  Event banners must be produced, installed and removed by a professional sign company.
· The City of Bloomington accepts no responsibility for damage to or from event banners as a part of this program. 

· Event banner placement is on a first come, first served basis. 
Banner Specifics

· Event banners may be placed for a minimum of 16 and a maximum of 30 consecutive days per event.  Applicants are limited to 5 event applicants per calendar year.
· Event banners must be produced in the standard size specified (30” x 70” 2 banners per pole). Banners must be removed no later than two days after conclusion of event.
· Event banner material must be 18 oz. minimum weight polyester reinforced vinyl fabric, double-sided with at least four semi-circular vents.
· Event banner message will be limited to the name, date(s) and location of the event or attraction.  
· The use of sponsorship acknowledgements or sponsorship logos on street banners will not be permitted.
Application Process

· Application must be made at least four weeks but no more than 6 months in advance of requested event banner placement.

· Applicant will be notified of approval/denial of application in writing no later than two weeks after application.  Approval notification will indicate how many banners will be allowed.  Applicant should not produce event banners until receiving approval notification from the City of Bloomington.  The City of Bloomington is not responsible for expenses incurred in producing banners for denied applications.
Review Criteria
· Applications will be approved based on demonstrated ability:

· to document a significant impact to downtown tourism.
· to present a event banner design that conforms to stated message criteria.
· Denied applications may appeal to the Board of Public Works during its next regularly scheduled meeting.
The City of Bloomington is not responsible for any damage to event banners while installed in the public right-of-way.
