Chris Wheeler with City Legal introduced himseéiltheeler
explained this is an appeal of a Noise Ordinantation #33557
issued by Bloomington Police Department Officer &o8hinn who
took responsibility for the call. This citation svessued on
September 20, 2014 and has been delayed untiniesing due to
continuances requested by both sides. Erin Twbkadyppealed the
citation.

Wheeler summarized that Officer Shinn did take oespility for the
call. He arrived at the property where he couldrtike noise, and
believed it to be excessive due to the policy thatnoise could be
heard from beyond the property. Wheeler recontieénhe appeal
be denied because a noise violation is not songethat is
subjective. The officer could hear the noise off pinemises from
where the noise was being created. Wheeler pomiethat Tweedy
stated she did not know about this ordinance, wiitteeler stated
not knowing the law of the society where one lileesever an
excuse. Tweedy also felt since this was a firfgrfe and a minor
offence that she should have been given a waraithgr than a
citation. Wheeler pointed out it is the officadiscretion whether a
citation is issued or not. Wheeler stated it sshielief the officer was
acting within his discretion within the ordinanceites.

Officer Corey Shinn introduced himself to the Boaf@fficer Shinn
stated he was working Quiet Nites patrol on thdatige citation was
issued. Officer Tweedy explained how the QuieeBlpprogram
works, which has a zero tolerance approach. Grtatare normally
issued when the noise can be heard off the restdde@fficer Shinn
believed he had cited several people that niglat,veas only citing
those that could be heard pulling up to the residen

Zietlow asked if this was 12:30 in the eveningficef Tweedy
stated it would have been around that time.

Erin Tweedy introduced herself to the Board. Sheed she could
not remember exactly what time this was but didhirtk it was later
than the 11 o'clock hour. She stated she realgremtance of the law
IS No excuse, but still felt she deserved only enwg. She added
her neighbors didn't come to them, but rather dahe police.

Zietlow explained that sometimes its difficult toderstand how
sound carries at night. She added she lives fadest neighborhood
and she hears a lot of noise. When sound caikeshis in the
evening it can be very disturbing.
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McNamara explained the Board's discretion is onlgigcertain
whether or not the citation has been properly dsaed that is it.
McNamara added, that appears to be the case hésenot up to the
Board to decide whether it should have been a wgmnersus a
regular citation that is the officer's discretiohhe Board determines
if there was a violation of the law and if the tida was properly
issued.

McNamara added there are other mechanism in thedddDounty
Court System that the Assistant City Attorney capl&n if there is
interest.

McNamara explained "Quiet Nites'aigprogram of the
Bloomington Police Department where funding isasetle to hire
officers specifically to respond to noise violasorCentral Dispatch
receives hundreds of calls every month regardingenaolations and
there is a particular effort, usually at the begigrof the academic
year; and toward the end of the academic year, sjfteng break that
allows officer to actually respond to the huge woduof noise
complaints coming into Central Dispatch. Noise ptamts are
usually the lowest priority for police as far aspending to
emergencies. "Quiet Nites" isn enforcement progrdietlow added
the intent is to make it possible for all resideotexpect quiet
neighborhoods after a certain time at night.

Miah Michaelsen, with Economic and Sustainable Dmwaent
stated the night time hours for the Noise Ordinaareed p.m. to 7
a.m. For vehicles the time is 11 p.m. to 6:00 p4retlow added this
is a time where people have found it hard to sleep.

Report: Reed and Sons Construction is a Contractor for the Indiana University project
of upgrading the fire sprinkler system at the Wells Library. A portion of this project will
consist of the installation of a new water main within the East 10th Street right-of-way.
Due to the depth of the utility cut, conflicts with existing utilities and the anticipated
removal of rock, the University is requesting a total closure of East 10th Street from
North Jordan Avenue to North Fee Lane. Their request includes the installation of a
detour route that will include North Jordan Avenue to East Law Lane to North Fee Lane.
The requested closure will begin on or after December 17th, 2014 and end no later than
January 12th, 2015.
