make. If approved, this resolution will give stafiproval to move forward and prepare the
information needed to bring back to the Februanye2ting. Maps and plats showing the boundaries
of the new locations, streets and alleys; definireginfrastructure placement in the area; listhng t
owners of the parcels; and estimating the possitidé to be incurred all need to be prepared. Rice
stated on February 2 we will bring the amended piiin all of the needed information along with a
declaratory resolution. The declaratory resolutidhask to amend the boundaries and combine the
TIFs; creating two TIFs instead of our current sikice stated she attended a work session earlier
today with the Plan Commission and explained th@apng resolution that will be coming to their
commission if the RDC approves Resolution 15-08e Plan Commission did have questions about
bonds and possible upcoming projects. However Biplained that the role of the Plan
Commission is to verify the new map with the expamgits with the growth policy’s plan. As Tom
Micuda has previously stated he believes the new doas fit within the growth policy’s plan
because it really captures a lot of areas that teebd redeveloped. David Walter asked if the
mapped areas were generated in-house. Severdegtrtments had input. Rice stated Planning,
Economic and Sustainable Development, and the MaryorController’s office all contributed.
Danise Alano-Martin stated they looked not onlyhat vision of the growth policy’s plan but also
from a Public Works perspective. What is the cbadiof the infrastructure? What plans do we
have for areas that we can not support with onhega fund revenue? We also looked at the
economic development end goal as well. Rice staedof the things added to the map was
extending it further down 17Street because Public Works felt like that aregoiag to be in need of
redevelopment. Lisa Abbott brought a map that shihe development and timeline of the TIFs.
Rice stated we are trying to do everything posdiblextend the life of these TIFs because it i©isuc

It is also possib&t the intersection at Morton and™Street will
need some minor improvements which, is one of tammateway’s to the CTP. Also, we are
creating an interim parking lot south of"LStreet to accommodate parking that will be losemwh
we realign 18 Street.

Gordon Hendry is
researching the capacity of each one of the prop@s®l their ability to accomplish what they
proposed.

As you no doubt recdall, the revised personnel policy prohibits City
employees from having a financial interest in any contract with the City,
unless they have applied for and have received a written waiver from the
_mayor. Section 13.08 of the City's personnel policy. Under this policy,
employees ask me, in my capacity as ethics/conflicts officer, to make ¢
recommendation to you as to whether a waiver should be granted.

Robin Hobson has requested a waiver. She is the market master and a
program specialist with Parks. She recently successfully completed the
Home Buyers' Club, sponsored by HAND and funded by HUD, First-time
home owners who successfully complete the class and who are income-
eligible may receive financial assistance in the form of a conditional loan,
not to exceed $5000, to purchase a home within the City limits. The
money must be used for down payment and closing costs. The loan is
interest-free and is forgiven 20% a year, provided that the individual

continves to occupy the home.

Robin has not yet found a home to buy, but would like to be able to
participate in this benefit if and when she does,

Income-eligible, for purposes of this program, means a maximum income
of $38,550 for a family of two. This number is revised by HUD annuailly. |
don't know how many people are in Robin's family; I'm giving you that
information just to give you an. i idea of HUD's income eligiblity rules.

Dan Niederman says that the class is popular and usudlly fills up. Not that
many people actually receive this benefit, however, because it is difficult
to find affordable housing within the City limits. In a typical year, they
assist between six and 10 individuals. They could assist more. He said if
someone applies and meets all of the qualifications, it is extremely likely
he or she will receive assistance. If funding ever became competitive,
meaning they did not have enough funds to assist everyone who is
qualified, they would assist people on a first come/first served basis,

If you approve this conflict waiver, Robin then will need to apply for a
waiver from HUD in accordance with their rules for City employees. Based



on my reading of HUD's rules, | believe she is quile likely to receive @
waiver from HUD. If she worked for HAND, she would likely not be eligible,

but as a Parks employee, she likely is.

Given dll of the circumstances, | recommend that you approve a waiver
for Robin Hobson under Section 13.08 of the personnel policy. Robin
would not be receiving any special benefit or preference; anyone who
completes the class and is otherwise qualified receives the benefit, The
program is funded by HUD and she is entitled to participate under HUD's
own rules, in my opinion. If you agree, please sign below and return this
memo 1o me.
