Miah Michaelsen with Economic Development introduced herself.
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She explained the Excess Arts Space is an artist collective space
located at 114.5 Grant Street. Excess Arts who host a variety of
exhibits, speakers, and concerts that are open to the public.

Excess Arts is producing a musical performance in the space from
7:00 - 11:00 p.m. on March 26, 2015 and are requesting a noise
permit. Staff supported the request.

Zietlow noted they were asking to go until 11:00 p.m. and wondered
if this one of the locations that is allowed to go to that time.
McNamara stated he is comfortable with 11 p.m.

McNamara made a motion to approve the request for Noise Permit
for Excess Arts Space on March 26, 2015. Hrisomalos seconded the
motion. The motion passed. Noise permit approved.

Miah explained this request is from the New Belgium Brewing
Company. New Belgium will be hosting the Clips Beer and Film
Tour on Friday, May 29th, from 6:00 p.m. until 11 p.m. in Bryan
Park. As part of the event they request a noise permit for recorded
music, stage announcements, and the films' audio soundtrack. This
will be the 5th year for the event in Bryan Park and is very popular.
This year the event will serve as a fundraiser for Open Streets. Staff
supported the request.

Zietlow asked if this was a tolerable time for the Bryan Park
neighborhood. Miah stated yes, and is a very popular event with the
neighborhood.

McNamara made a motion to approve request for noise permit for
Clips Bear and Film Tour at Bryan Park on Friday, May 29, 2015.
Hrisomalos seconded the motion. The motion passed. Noise permit
approved

Roy Aten with City Planning and Transportation introduced himself.
Aten explained this is a request for two construction change orders
for 17th and Arlington Project. Per INDOT-LPA contract, approved
by the Board on September 10, 2013, the City, in conjunction with
the FHWA and INDOT, has the duty to review and approve all
project change orders.

Change Order #2 is repair to the 24" water main for a total cost of
$5,841.71. The contractor is also asking for an extension of one (1)
day. Weddle brothers noticed a leak while connecting a water main
to an existing water main located on the north side of the water
booster station. The existing line was excavated and leak repaired.
The contractor is asking for payment for the labor, materials and
equipment to repair this water main, as well as the extension of one

(1) day.

Charge order #3 is for cleanup for a water main leak on Arlington
Road. The cost of this change order is $6,178.93. On August 24,
2014 a water main on West Arlington Road began to leak. Water
leaked into the construction site. Weddle Brothers received notice of
the water main leak and responded to the work site for assessment
and cleanup. The water leak caused a thick layer of mud to
accumulate. This mud had to be removed and replaced with stone to
stabilize the MSE wall. The contractor is requesting payment for
labor, materials, and equipment associated with the cleanup. They
also requested a time extension of one day.

The Planning and Transportation Department, CBU, and
Structurepoint staff have reviewed these two change orders and
believe they are in compliance with the contract standards and
specifications. Any additional funding for the change orders will be
assessed from balances at the end of the project. It may be absorbed
through savings generated during the project. If additional funding
becomes necessary, those funds will be paid from the City's
Cumulative Capital Development funds. Staff recommended the
charge orders be approved.

Zietlow asked the total. Hrisomalos stated the total is $12,020.64.

Hrisomalos made a motion that the change orders #2 and #3 for 17th
& Arlington Roundabout project for a total of $12,020.64. Zietlow
stated they were doing work that ultimately would have to be done by
City Utilities. Roy explained City Utilities asked the contractor to do
the relocation on this project. McNamara seconded the motion. The
motion passed. Change Orders approved.

Roy Aten explained staff is currently evaluating requests for
proposals for right of way services for the 37 and Dunn project. The
City would like to begin the Appraisal Analysis Phase "APA." This
service agreement between the Board and Monroe Owen Appraisal
will generate the required four APA's for the project. In return,
Owen County Appraisal will be compensated in an amount not to
exceed $800.00. Staff recommended approval of the staff agreement
for appraisal services for Old SR 37 and Dunn intersection
improvement project.

Zietlow stated there seems to be many steps to this project. Aten
agreed.

McNamara moved to approve service agreement with Shawn
Patterson of Monroe Owen Appraisal Services for Old SR 37 and
Dunn Intersection project in an amount not to exceed $800.
Hrisomalos seconded the motion. The motion passed. The
agreement for appraisal services with Shawn Patterson approved.
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Roy explained the design phase for the Old SR 37 & Dunn
intersection project is almost complete. The City is now beginning
right of way acquisition. The project will require additional right of
way be purchased from four parcels along Old SR 37. The project
funding for construction and right of way were previously approved
by the Board at its 2-10-15 meeting. The Resolution presented will
resolve that the Project serves a public purpose and will benefit the
citizens of Bloomington and Monroe County. This project will make
safety improvements to the curve alignment of the road, as well as
intersection improvements at Dunn and SR 37. Staff recommended
approval of Resolution 2015-21.

Zietlow added the statement that the City may need to acquire right
of way through imminent domain, but we definitely need to acquire
right of way. Aten stated, right of way definitely needs to be
acquired to make these safety improvements.

Zietlow asked if this was a particularly dangerous location. Johnson
stated there have been four fatalities.

McNamara made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-21 affirming
the public need to purchase right of way for Old State Road 37 and
Dunn Street Intersection Improvements project. Hrisomalos asked if
this would still have a curve. Aten explained there would still be a
curve. The curves will be evened out so it is consistent, with some
super elevation, and adding shoulders. Johnson explained the
guardrail will be replaced. Zietlow asked if this was a particularly
accident prone area. Johnson stated their have been four fatalities at
this location. Aten stated most of the fatalities were from running off
the road.. Hrisomalos seconded the motion. The motion passed.
Resolution 2015-21 approved.

Chris Smith asked the Board for permission to advertise for quotes
for printing of trash and yard waste stickers.

McNamara made a motion to authorize staff to advertise for quotes
for trash and yard waste stickers. Hrisomalos seconded the motion.
The motion passed.

McNamara moved to approve the payroll claims. Hrisomalos
seconded the motion.

12.4.8 Freeway/Ramp/Roadway Closures and Restrictions

The requirements of this Section 12.4.8 (Freeway/Ramp/Roadway Closures and Restrictions)
apply through Substantial Completion. Developer shall not close two consecutive
interchanges/existing cross-roads during the same time frame. Developer shall not close access
to existing SR 37 or Mainline unless alternative access is provided. Developer shall maintain
two lanes each for northbound and southbound traffic at all times south of Sample Road, except
for single lane closures during non-peak overnight times between 9 p.m. and 6 a.m. on SR 37
and Mainline.

Developer shall maintain two lanes each for northbound and southbound traffic north of Sample
Road, at all times, except for:

e Single lane overnight closures (between 9 p.m. and 6 a.m.)

e Single lane daytime closures (between 6 a.m. and 9 p.m.), provided all the following
conditions are met:

- A single lane closure segment does not exceed 5 miles in length

- The distance between adjacent single lane closure segments is at least 1 mile

- Nolocal (turn in or turn out) access is permitted at any location

- No more than one interruption to flow such as a signalized crossing is permitted
within a single lane closure segment

- Developer demonstrates compliance with the maximum queue lengths set forth in
Attachment 12-1 (Queue Length Restrictions)

- Developer implements the queue monitoring and reporting protocols set forth in
Attachment 12-1 (Queue Length Restrictions) throughout the period of single lane
daytime closure and the maximum queue lengths set forth therein are not exceeded

Table 12-2 summarizes the allowable closures and restrictions for specified roadways in the
Project area.

On March 24, 2015, bids for bituminous materialgevepened and read aloud at the
regular meeting of the City of Bloomington BoardRafblic Works. After a careful review, staff
recommends that two (2) separate contracts fomiitous materials be awarded to E & B
Paving, Inc., (E & B) and to Milestone Contractdrs?. (Milestone), with E & B serving as the
City's primary asphalt provider and Milestone segvas back-up.

L owest Bidder

Purchasing by public agencies in Indiana is goserhy Indiana Code 8§ 5-22-1-#t (
seg.). The law states that “a contract must be awasditidl reasonable promptness by written
notice to the lowest responsible and responsivddoiti Ind. Code § 5-22-7-8. Both E & B and
Milestone submitted bids that were responsible @sponsive; however, E & B provided the
lowest bid.

Awarding Multiple Contr acts

State law authorizes the Board to “award sepa@@té&acts to different offerors . . . if the
purchasing agent makes a written determination sigpthat the award of separate contracts is
in the interest of efficiency or economy.” Ind. @o8 5-22-17-12-12(b). In the past, plants from
which the City has purchased asphalt have occdblideenporarily shut down. When the City’s
asphalt provider is out of commission, City progec@re delayed. Given the City’'s prior

experience with plant shut downs, staff feels thas in the interest of both efficiency and



economy to contract with two asphalt suppliersffS&commends that the Board contract with E
& B as the primary provider of asphalt to the Gityd that Milestone serve as a back-up provider.
Conclusion

Staff firmly believes that it is in the City’'s Hemiterest to contract for the City’'s 2015
asphalt purchases with both a primary asphalt desvend a back-up provider. Therefore,
pursuant to Indiana Code § 5-22-17-12(c) and Iredi@nde § 5-22-17-12(b), Staff recommends
that the Board of Public Works approve Resolution3233, authorizing the award of two (2)
separate 2015 bituminous materials contracts, avppimary contract awarded to E & B Paving,

Inc., and a back-up contract awarded to Milestooet@ctors, L.P.

AGREEMENT

BETWEEN
CITY OF BLOOMINGTON
DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS
AND

FOR
Asphalt Pavement Milling

THIS AGREEMENT, executed by and between the City of Bloomington, Indiana, Department of
Public Works (hereinafter CITY), and , (hereinafter CONTRACTOR);

WITNESSETH THAT:

WHEREAS, CITY desires to retain CONTRACTOR’S services for Asphalt Pavement Milling, (more
particularly described in Attachment A, “Scope of Work & Specifications”; and

WHEREAS, CONTRACTOR is capable of performing work as per his/her Quote on the Quote
Summary sheet; and

WHEREAS, CONTRACTOR was determined to be the lowest responsible and responsive
Quoter for said project.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises hereinafter enumerated, the parties
agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1. TERM

1.01 This Agreement shall be in effect upon execution of this Agreement by all parties.

ARTICLE 2. SERVICES

2.01 CONTRACTOR shall complete all work required under this Agreement within One (1) calendar
year from the written Notice to Proceed. Substantial Completion shall mean completion of all work.

2.02 It is hereby understood by both parties that time is of the essence in this Agreement. Failure of
CONTRACTOR to complete all work as herein provided will result in monetary damages to CITY. It is
hereby agreed that CITY will be damaged for every day the work has not been performed in the manner
herein provided and that the measure of those damages shall be determined by reference Section 13.00
of the General Conditions for Each Day of Overrun in Contract Time. CONTRACTOR agrees to pay CITY
said damages or, in the alternative, CITY, at its sole discretion, may withhold monies otherwise due
CONTRACTOR. It is expressly understood by the parties hereto that these damages relate to the time of
performance and do not limit CITY’s other remedies under this Agreement, or as provided by applicable
law, for other damages.

2.03 CONTRACTOR agrees that no charges or claims for damages shall be made by him for any delays
or hindrances, from any cause whatsoever during the progress of any portion of the services specified in
the Agreement. Such delays or hindrances, if any, may be compensated for by an extension of time for a
reasonable period as may be mutually agreed upon between the parties, it being understood, however,
that permitting CONTRACTOR to proceed to complete any service, or any part of the services / project,



after the date to which the time of completion may have been extended, shall in no way operate as a
waiver on the part of CITY of any of its rights herein.

ARTICLE 3. COMPENSATION

3.01 CONTRACTOR shall provide services as specified in Attachment A, “Scope of Work”, attached
hereto and incorporated into this Agreement.

3.02 Upon the submittal of approved claims, CITY shall compensate CONTRACTOR in a lump sum not
to exceed . CITY may withhold
payment, in whole or in part, to the extent necessary to protect itself from a loss on account of any of the
following:

Defective work.

Evidence indicating the probable filing of claims by other parties against CONTRACTOR which
may adversely affect CITY.

Failure of CONTRACTOR to make payments due to subcontractors, material suppliers or
employees.

Damage to CITY or a third party.

3.03 The submission of any request for payment shall be deemed a waiver and release by
CONTRACTOR of all liens and claims with respect to the work and period to which such payment request
pertains except as specifically reserved and noted on such request.

3.04 CONTRACTOR shall maintain proper account records for the scope of all services of this
Agreement and provide an accounting for all charges and expenditures as may be necessary for audit
purposes. All such records shall be subject to inspection and examination by CITY’s representatives at
reasonable business hours.

3.05 CONTRACTOR shall submit time sheets (WH-347) for his own and all subcontracted employees,
to City Engineer or his representative for approval and review, including review for compliance with
Prevailing Wage requirements.

3.06 Director of Street Operations The Director of Street Operations shall act as the CITY’s
representative and assume all duties and responsibilities and have all the rights and authority assigned to
the Engineer in the Contract Documents in connection with completion of the Work in accordance with
the Contract Documents.

ARTICLE 4. RETAINAGE
For contracts in excess of $100,000, the Owner requires that retainage be held set out below.

4.01 Escrow Agent The retainage amount withheld shall be placed in an escrow account. First
Financial Bank, Bloomington, Indiana, shall serve as the escrow agent.

4.02 Retainage Amount The escrow agent, Owner and Contractor shall enter into a written escrow
agreement. Under that agreement, the Owner shall withhold ten percent (10%) of the dollar value of all
work satisfactorily completed until the Contract work is fifty percent (50%) completed. No additional
retainage shall be withheld on the remaining fifty percent (50%) of the Contract work. The escrow agent
shall invest all escrowed principal in obligations selected by the escrow agent. The escrow agent shall be
compensated for the agent’s services by a reasonable fee, agreed upon by the parties, that is comparable
with fees charged for the handling of escrow accounts of similar size and duration. The fee shall be paid
from the escrow income. The escrow agent’s fee may be determined by specifying an amount of interest




the escrow agent will pay on the escrowed amount, with any additional earned interest serving as the
escrow agent’s fee. The escrow agreement may include other terms and conditions as deemed necessary
by the parties.

4.03 Payment of Escrow Amount The escrow agent shall hold the escrowed principal and income
until receipt of the notice from the Owner and Contractor that the Contract work has been substantially
completed to the reasonable satisfaction of the Owner, at which time the Owner shall pay to the
Contractor the balance to be paid under this Contract and execute such documents as are necessary to
authorize the escrow agent to pay to the Contractor the funds in the escrow account, including both
specifying the part of the escrowed principal to be released from the escrow and the person to whom that
portion is to be released. After receipt of the notice, the escrow agent shall remit the designated part of
the escrowed principal and the escrowed income, minus the escrow agent’s fees, to the person specified
in the notice. However, nothing in this section shall prohibit Owner from requiring the escrow agent to
withhold amounts necessary to complete minor items of the Contract, following substantial completion of
the Contract in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 4.04.

4.04 Withholding Funds for Completion of Contract If, upon substantial completion of the Contract,
there still remains minor Contract work that needs to be completed, or minor Contract work that needs to
be performed to the satisfaction of the Owner, Owner may direct the escrow agent to retain in the
escrow account, and withhold from payment to the Contractor, an amount equal to two hundred percent
(200%) of the value of said work. The value of said work shall be determined by the architect/engineer.
The escrow agent shall release the funds withheld under this section after receipt of notice from the
Owner that all work on the Contract has been satisfactorily completed. In the event that said work is not
completed by the Contractor, but by Owner or another party under contract with the Owner, said funds
shall be released to the Owner.

ARTICLE 5. GENERAL PROVISIONS

5.01 CONTRACTOR agrees to indemnify and hold harmless CITY and its officers, agents, officials and
employees for any and all claims, actions, causes of action, judgments and liens arising out of any
negligent act or omission by CONTRACTOR or any of its officers, agents, officials, employees, or
subcontractors or any defect in materials or workmanship of any supply, materials, mechanism or other
product or service which it or any of its officers, agents, officials, employees, or subcontractors has
supplied to CITY or has used in connection with this Agreement and regardless of whether or not it is
caused in part by a party indemnified herein under. Such indemnity shall include attorney’s fees and all
costs and other expenses arising there from or incurred in connection therewith and shall not be limited
by reason of the enumeration of any insurance coverage required herein.

5.02 Abandonment, Default and Termination

5.02.01 CITY shall have the right to abandon the work contracted for in this Agreement without penalty.
If CITY abandons the work described herein, CONTRACTOR shall deliver to CITY all surveys, notes,
drawings, specifications and estimates completed or partially completed and these shall become the
property of CITY. The earned value of the work performed shall be based upon an estimate of the
proportion between the work performed by CONTRACTOR under this Agreement and the work which
CONTRACTOR was obligated to perform under this Agreement. This proportion shall be mutually agreed
upon by CITY and CONTRACTOR. The payment as made to CONTRACTOR shall be paid as a final payment
in full settlement of his services hereunder.

5.02.02 If CONTRACTOR defaults or fails to fulfill in a timely and proper manner the obligations pursuant
to this Agreement, CITY may, after seven (7) days’ written notice has been delivered to CONTRACTOR, and
without prejudice to any other remedy it may have, make good such deficiencies and may deduct the cost
thereof from the payment then or thereafter due to CONTRACTOR. In the alternative, CITY, at its option,



may terminate this Agreement and take possession of the site and of all materials, equipment, tools and
construction equipment and machinery thereon owned by CONTRACTOR, and may finish the project by
whatever method it may deem expedient, and if the such action exceeds the unpaid balance of the sum
amount, CONTRACTOR or his surety, shall pay the difference to CITY.

5.02.03 Default: If CONTRACTOR breaches this Agreement or fails to perform the work in an acceptable
manner, he shall be considered in default. Any one or more of the following will be considered a default:

Failure to begin the work under this Agreement within the time specified.

Failure to perform the work with sufficient supervision, workmen, equipment and materials to
insure prompt completion of said work within the time limits allowed.

Unsuitable performance of the work as determined by CITY ENGINEER or his representative.
Neglecting or refusing to remove defective materials or failure to perform anew such work as
shall have been rejected.

Discontinuing the prosecution of the work or any part of it.

Inability to finance the work adequately.

If, for any other reason, CONTRACTOR breaches this Agreement or fails to carry on the work in an
acceptable manner.

5.02.04 CITY shall send CONTRACTOR a written notice of default. If CONTRACTOR, or his Surety, within a
period of ten (10) days after such notice, fails to remedy the default, then CITY shall have full power and
authority, without violation of the Contract, to take the prosecution of the work out of the hands of said
CONTRACTOR, to appropriate or use any or all materials and equipment on the ground as may be suitable
and acceptable, and may, at its option, turn the work over to the Surety, or enter into an agreement with
another Contractor for the completion of the Agreement according to the terms and provisions thereof,
or CITY may use such other methods as, in its opinion, shall be required for the completion of said
Contract in an acceptable manner.

5.02.05 All cost of completing the work under the Contract shall be deducted from the monies due or
which may become due to said CONTRACTOR. In case the expenses so incurred by CITY shall be less than
the sum which would have been payable under the Contract if it had been completed by said
CONTRACTOR, CONTRACTOR shall be entitled to receive the difference. However, in case such expense
shall exceed the sum which would have been payable under the Contract, CONTRACTOR and his Surety
will be liable and shall pay to CITY the amount of said excess. By taking over the prosecution of the work,
CITY does not forfeit the right to recover damages from CONTRACTOR or his Surety for his failure to
complete the work in the time specified.

5.02.06 Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, if funds for the continued fulfillment of
the Agreement by CITY are at any time not forthcoming or are insufficient, through failure of any entity to
appropriate the funds or otherwise, then CITY shall have the right to terminate this Agreement without
penalty by giving prior written notice documenting the lack of funding in which instance, unless otherwise
agreed to by the parties, this Agreement shall terminate and become null and void.

5.02.07 CITY agrees that it will make its best effort to obtain sufficient funds, including but not limited to,
including in its budget for each fiscal period during the term hereof a request for sufficient funds to meet
its obligations hereunder in full.

5.03 Successors and Assigns

5.03.01 Both parties agree that for the purpose of this Agreement, CONTRACTOR shall be an
Independent Contractor and not an employee of CITY.



5.03.02 No portion of this Agreement shall be sublet, assigned, transferred or otherwise disposed of by
CONTRACTOR except with the written consent of CITY being first obtained. Consent to sublet, assign,
transfer, or otherwise dispose of any portion of this Agreement shall not be construed to relieve
CONTRACTOR of any responsibility of the fulfillment of this Agreement.

5.04 Extent of Agreement: Integration

5.04.01 This Agreement consists of the following parts, each of which is as fully a part of this Agreement
as if set out herein:

13. The current Indiana Department of Transportation Standard Specifications and the
latest addenda.

14. All plans as provided for the work that is to be completed.

5.04.02 In resolving conflicts, errors, discrepancies and disputes concerning the Scope of Work to be
performed by CONTRACTOR, and other rights and obligations of CITY and CONTRACTOR, the document
expressing the greater quantity, quality or other scope of work in question, or imposing the greater
obligation upon CONTRACTOR and affording the greater right or remedy to CITY shall govern; otherwise
the documents shall be given precedence in the order as enumerated above.

5.05 Insurance

CONTRACTOR shall, as a prerequisite to this Agreement, purchase and thereafter maintain such insurance
as will protect him from the claims set forth below which may arise out of or result from CONTRACTOR’S
operations under this Agreement, whether such operations be by CONTRACTOR or by any
SUBCONTRACTORS or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them, or by anyone for whose
acts any of them may be liable:

5.05.02 CONTRACTOR’S comprehensive general liability insurance shall also provide coverage for the
following:

Contractual liability insurance as applicable to any hold-harmless agreements;

Completed operations and products; which also must be maintained for a minimum period of
two (2) years after final payment and CONTRACTOR shall continue to provide evidence of such
coverage to CITY on an annual basis during the aforementioned period;

Broad form property damage - including completed operations;

Fellow employee claims under Personal Injury; and

Independent Contractors.

5.05.03 With the prior written approval of CITY, CONTRACTOR may substitute different types or amounts
of coverage for those specified as long as the total amount of required protection is not reduced.

5.05.04 Certificates of Insurance showing such coverage then in force (but not less than the amount
shown above) shall be on file with CITY prior to commencement of work. These Certificates shall contain
a provision that coverage afforded under the policies will not be canceled or non renewed until at least
sixty (60) days’ prior written notice has been received by CITY. The CITY shall be named as an additional
insured on the Commercial General Liability, Automobile Liability, and Umbrella Excess Liability policies.
The CONTRACTOR shall agree to a waiver of subrogation on its Worker’s Compensation policy.

5.06 Necessary Documentation CONTRACTOR certifies that it will furnish CITY any and all
documentation, certification, authorization, license, permit or registration required by the laws or rules
and regulations of the City of Bloomington, the State of Indiana and the United States. CONTRACTOR
further certifies that it is now and will maintain in good standing with such governmental agencies and




that it will keep its license, permit registration, authorization or certification in force during the term of
this Agreement.

5.07 Applicable Laws CONTRACTOR agrees to comply with all federal, state, and local laws, rules
and regulations applicable to CONTRACTOR in performing work pursuant to this Agreement, including,
but not limited to, discrimination in employment, prevailing wage laws, conflicts of interest, public notice,
accounting records and requirements. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the United States,
and the State of Indiana, and by all Municipal Ordinances and Codes of the City of Bloomington. Venue of
any disputes arising under this Agreement shall be in the Monroe Circuit Court, Monroe County, Indiana.

5.08 Non-Discrimination

5.08.01 CONTRACTOR and subcontractors shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for
employment, to be employed in the performance of this Agreement, with respect to hire, tenure, terms,
training, conditions or privileges of employment, because of race, sex, color, religion, national origin,
ancestry, age, handicap, or disabled veteran status. Breach of this covenant may be regarded as a
material breach of the Agreement.

5.08.02 CONTRACTOR certifies for itself and all its subcontractors compliance with existing laws of the
State of Indiana and the United States regarding:

Prohibition of discrimination in employment practices on the basis of race, sex, color, religion,
national origin, ancestry, age, handicap, or any other legally protected classification;

The utilization of Minority and Women Business Enterprises. CONTRACTOR further certifies that
it:

a. Has formulated its own Affirmation Action plan for the recruitment, training
and employment of minorities and women, including goals and timetable; which has
been approved by the City’s Contract Compliance Officer.

b. Encourages the use of small business, minority-owned business and women-
owned business in its operations.

5.08.03 FURTHER, PURSUANT TO INDIANA CODE 5-16-6-1, CONTRACTOR AGREES:

A) That in the hiring of employees for the performance of work under this Agreement or
any sub agreement hereunder, no contractor, or subcontractor, nor any person acting on behalf
of such CONTRACTOR or subcontractor, shall by reason of race, sex, color, religion, national
origin, ancestry, or any other legally protected classification, discriminate against any citizen of
the State of Indiana who is qualified and available to perform the work to which the employment
relates.

B) That no contractor, subcontractor, or any person on their behalf, shall, in any manner,
discriminate against or intimidate any employee hired for performance of work under this
Agreement on account of race, religion, color, sex, national origin, ancestry, handicap, or any
other legally protected classification.

Q) That there may be deducted from the amount payable to CONTRACTOR, by CITY, under
this Agreement, penalty of Five Dollars ($5.00) for each person for each calendar day during
which such person was discriminated against or intimidated in violation of the provisions of this
Agreement. Any such person discriminated against retains the right to file a discrimination
complaint with the appropriate civil rights agency or court.



D) That this Agreement may be canceled or terminated by CITY and all money due or to
become hereunder may be forfeited, for a second or any subsequent violations of the terms or
conditions under this section of the Agreement.

5.09 Workmanship and Quality of Materials

5.09.01 CONTRACTOR shall guarantee the work for a period of one (1) year from the date of substantial
completion. Failure of any portion of the work within one (1) year due to improper construction,
materials of construction, or design may result in a refund to CITY of the purchase price of that portion
which failed or may result in the forfeiture of CONTRACTOR’s Performance Bond.

5.09.02 OR EQUAL: Wherever in any of the Agreement Documents an article, material or equipment is
defined by describing a proprietary product, or by using the name of a manufacturer or vender, the term
“Or Equal” or the term “The Equivalent” if not inserted, shall be implied, and it is done for the express
purpose of establishing a basis of durability and efficiency and not for the purpose of limiting completion.
Whenever material or equipment is submitted for approval as being equal to that specified, the submittal
shall include sufficient information and data to demonstrate that the material or equipment conforms to
the Contract requirements. The decision as to whether or not such material or equipment is equal to that
specified shall be made by the ENGINEER. The approval by the ENGINEER of alternate material or
equipment as being equivalent to that specified, shall not in any way relieve CONTRACTOR of
responsibility for failure of the material or equipment due to faulty design, material, or workmanship, to
perform the function required by the Contract Documents. Specifications as determined by other entities
within the City of Bloomington such as City Utilities shall only be substituted or changed by their approval
which shall be submitted in writing to the ENGINEER.

5.09.03 CITY shall be the sole judge of the sufficiency of workmanship and quality of materials. Disputes
shall be resolved by the Director of Public Works and are not subject to arbitration.

5.10 Safety. CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for the safety of employees at all times and shall
provide all equipment necessary to insure their safety. CONTRACTOR shall ensure the enforcement of all
applicable safety rules, regulations, ordinances and laws, whether federal, state or local. Contractor’s
Superintendent of Safety shall make daily inspections upon the arrival and leaving of the site at the close
of each workday.

5.11 Amendments/Changes

5.11.01 Except as provided in Paragraph 5.11.02, this Agreement may be amended only by written
instrument signed by both CITY and CONTRACTOR.

5.11.02 Without invalidating the Agreement and without notice to any surety, CITY may, at any time or
from time to time, order, in writing, additions, deletions, or revisions in the work. Upon receipt of any
such document, CONTRACTOR shall promptly proceed with the work involved, which will be performed
under the applicable conditions of the Agreement Documents.

5.11.03 If CONTRACTOR believes that any direction of CITY under paragraph 5.11.02, or any other event
or condition, will result in an increase in the Contract time or price, he shall file written notice with CITY
no later than twenty (20) calendar days after the occurrence of the event giving rise to the claim and
stating the general nature of the claim with supporting data. No claim for any adjustment of the Contract
time or price will be valid if not submitted in accordance with this Paragraph.



5.11.04 CONTRACTOR shall carry on the work and adhere to the progress schedule during all disputes or
disagreements with CITY. No work shall be delayed or postponed pending resolution of any dispute or
disagreement except as CONTRACTOR and CITY may otherwise agree in writing.

5.12 Performance Bond and Payment Bond

5.12.01 For contracts in excess of $100,000, CONTRACTOR shall provide CITY with a Performance Bond
and Payment Bond in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the contract amount.

5.12.02 Failure by CONTRACTOR to perform the work in a timely or satisfactory fashion may result in
forfeiture of CONTRACTOR’S Performance Bond.

5.12.03 If the surety on any bond furnished by CONTRACTOR becomes a party to supervision, liquidation,
or rehabilitation action pursuant Indiana Code 27-9 et seq. or its right to do business in the State of
Indiana is terminated, CONTRACTOR shall, within thirty (30) calendar days thereafter, substitute another
bond and surety, both of which must be acceptable to CITY.

5.13 Payment of Subcontractors CONTRACTOR shall pay all subcontractors, laborers, material
suppliers and those performing services to CONTRACTOR on the project under this Agreement. CITY may,
as a condition precedent to any payment hereunder, require CONTRACTOR to submit satisfactory
evidence of payments of any and all claims of subcontractors, laborers, material suppliers, and those
furnishing services to CONTRACTOR. Upon receipt of a lawful claim, CITY shall withhold money due to
CONTRACTOR in a sufficient amount to pay the subcontractors, laborers, material suppliers, and those
furnishing services to CONTRACTOR.

5.14 Written Notice Written notice shall be considered as served when delivered in person or sent by
mail to the individual, firm, or corporation, or to the last business address of such known to CONTRACTOR
who serves the Notice.

5.15 Severability and Waiver In the event that any clause or provision of this Agreement is held to
be invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, the invalidity of such clause or provision shall not affect
any other provision of this Agreement. Failure of either party to insist on strict compliance with any
provision of this Agreement shall not constitute waiver of that party’s right to demand later compliance
with the same or other provisions of this Agreement.

5.16 Notice to Proceed CONTRACTOR shall not begin the work pursuant to the “Scope of Work” of
this Agreement until it receives an official written Notice to Proceed from the City Engineer. Contractor
shall start active and continuous work on the Agreement within fifteen (15) calendar days after the date
of the Notice to Proceed. In no case shall work begin prior to the date of the Notice to Proceed. If a
delayed starting date is indicated in the proposal, the fifteen (15) calendar day limitation will be waived.
Work day charges will then begin on a date mutually agreed upon, but not later than the delayed starting
date specified. In the event that any Agreement is canceled after an award has been made but prior to




the issuing of the Notice to Proceed, no reimbursement will be made for any expenses accrued relative to
this contract during that period.

5.17 Steel or Foundry Products

5.17.01 To comply with Indiana Code 5-16-8, affecting all contracts for the construction, reconstruction,
alteration, repair, improvement or maintenance of public works, the following provision shall be added:
If steel or foundry products are to be utilized or supplied in the performance of any contract or
subcontract, only domestic steel or foundry products shall be used. Should CITY feel that the cost of
domestic steel or foundry products is unreasonable; CITY will notify CONTRACTOR in writing of this fact.

5.17.02 Domestic Steel products are defined as follows:
“Products rolled, formed, shaped, drawn, extruded, forged, cast, fabricated or otherwise
similarly processed, or processed by a combination of two (2) or more of such
operations, from steel made in the United States by open hearth, basic oxygen, electric
furnace, Bessemer or other steel making process.”

5.17.03 Domestic Foundry products are defined as follows:

“Products cast from ferrous and nonferrous metals by foundries in the United States.”

5.17.04 The United States is defined to include all territory subject to the jurisdiction of the United
States.

5.17.05 CITY may not authorize or make any payment to CONTRACTOR unless CITY is satisfied that
CONTRACTOR has fully complied with this provision.

5.18 Verification of Employees’ Immigration Status

Contractor is required to enroll in and verify the work eligibility status of all newly-hired employees
through the E-Verify program. (This is not required if the E-Verify program no longer exists). Contractor
shall sign an affidavit, attached as Attachment C, affirming that Contractor does not knowingly employ an
unauthorized alien. Attachment C is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as though fully
set forth. “Unauthorized alien” is defined at 8 U.S. Code 1324a(h)(3) as a person who is not a U.S. citizen
or U.S. national and is not lawfully admitted for permanent residence or authorized to work in the U.S.
under 8 U.S. Code Chapter 12 or by the U.S. Attorney General.

Contractor and any of its subcontractors may not knowingly employ or contract with an unauthorized
alien, or retain an employee or contract with a person that the Contractor or any of its subcontractors
learns is an unauthorized alien. If the City obtains information that the Contractor or any of its
subcontractors employs or retains an employee who is an unauthorized alien, the City shall notify the
Contractor or its subcontractors of the Agreement violation and require that the violation be remedied
within thirty (30) calendar days of the date of notice. If the Contractor or any of its subcontractors verify
the work eligibility status of the employee in question through the E-Verify program, there is a rebuttable
presumption that the Contractor or its subcontractor did not knowingly employ an unauthorized alien. If
the Contractor or its subcontractor fails to remedy the violation within the thirty (30) calendar day period,
the City shall terminate the Agreement, unless the City determines that terminating the Agreement would
be detrimental to the public interest or public property, in which case the City may allow the Agreement
to remain in effect until the City procures a new contractor. If the City terminates the Agreement, the
Contractor or its subcontractor is liable to the City for actual damages.



Contractor shall require any subcontractors performing work under this Agreement to certify to the
Contractor that, at the time of certification, the subcontractor does not knowingly employ or contract
with an unauthorized alien and the subcontractor has enrolled in and is participating in the E-Verify
program. Contractor shall maintain on file all subcontractors’ certifications throughout the term of this
Agreement with the City.

“SCOPE OF WORK & SPECIFICATIONS”

Asphalt Pavement Milling

The City of Bloomington is requesting quotes for asphalt milling. The City
anticipates milling six separate times over the course of the summer. Each
milling event will span a three-day period. Each workday shall be an eight-hour
day or more. We anticipate milling seven hundred fifty to one thousand tons
each day.

All millings will become property of the City of Bloomington.

The City of Bloomington Street Department will provide traffic control and
general clean up as well as necessary patching of weak spots revealed by the
milling. Street Department will also provide trucking for the milling chips and
will make any necessary adjustments on risers, inlets or other in-pavement
obstructions.

The City of Bloomington will not provide water and the contractor will contact
the City of Bloomington Utility Department Customer Service to arrange rental
of a water meter. Their contact information is 812-349-3930.

The following INDOT specifications shall be followed unless otherwise approved by the
Director of Street Operations for the City of Bloomington, Joe VanDeventer.

SECTION 306 — MILLING
306.01 Description

This work shall consist of the milling of asphalt and concrete pavements and the
disposal of milled materials in accordance with 105.03.

CONSTRUCTION REQUIREMENTS
306.02 General

Milling operations shall be described in the QCP in accordance with ITM 803. Where the
milling operation in a partial-day closure results in a longitudinal vertical or near vertical
face exceeding 2 inches (5mm) in height, the adjacent lane shall be milled during the
dame day, the milled lane resurfaced during the same day, or the vertical face tapered at
a 45 degree angel or flatter. Where located within 3 in. (75 mm) of a curb, surface
material that cannot be removed by the cold-milling machine shall be removed by other
approved methods.



Transverse milled vertical faces greater than 1 in. (25 mm) that are exposed to traffic
shall be transitioned in an approved manner.
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Castings located in milling areas that are not to be adjusted may remain in place

during the milling, or may be removed and replaced at the Contractor’s option.

Localized weak areas uncovered by the milling process shall be patched in accordance
with 304 or 305.

The milled material shall become the property of the Contractor, unless otherwise
specified.

The roadway shall be cleaned before opening to traffic.
306.03 Equipment

Equipment for milling shall be in accordance with the following.
(a) Roadway Milling Machine

A milling machine shall be a power operated cold-milling machine, equipped with
automatic control devices to establish profile grades by referencing from either the
existing pavement or from independent grade control. The equipment shall have a
positive means of controlling cross slope elevations, have an effective means for
removing excess material from the surface, preventing airborne dust escaping from the
operation, and producing a finished surface that provides a good bond to the new
overlay. Sufficient cutting teeth shall be on the cutting drum to produce cuttings such that
90% of the conglomerate particles pass a 2 in. (50 mm) sieve.

(b) Power Saw

Sawing equipment shall be capable of maintaining the specified alignment and depth of
cut without damaging the pavement.

(c) Rotary Power Broom

A motorized, pneumatic tired unit with rotary bristle broom head.
(d) Straightedge

1. Straightedge — 16 ft (4.9 m)

A 16 ft (4.9 m) straightedge shall be a rigid beam mounted on 2 solid wheels on axles 16
ft (4.9 m) apart. The straightedge has a mounted push bar to facilitate propelling the
device along or across the pavement. Tolerance points are located at the 1/4, 1/2, and



3/4 points and may be composed of threaded bolts capable of being adjusted to the
tolerance required.
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2. Straightedge — 10 ft (3 m)

A 10 ft (3 m) straightedge is the same as a 16 ft (4.9 m) straightedge except that the
wheels are mounted 10 ft (3 m) apart. A handheld rigid beam may be substituted.

306.04 Asphalt Scarification and Profile Preparation

Asphalt scarification and profile preparation shall consist of preparing a base for
resurfacing by removing existing asphalt material. The entire existing asphalt surface
shall be roughened by the operations. The existing pavement shall be milled to the
cross-slope as shown on the plans, and shall have a surface finish that does not vary
longitudinally more than 1/4 in. (6 mm) from a 16 ft (4.9 m) straightedge or as described
in the QCP in accordance with 401.02. The milled surface shall have
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306.04.1

macrotexture equal to or greater than 2.2 for single course overlays and 1.8 for multiple
course overlays in accordance with ITM 812. Frequency of macrotexture testing shall be
a minimum of once per day and shall be described in the QCP. The cross-slope shall not
vary more than 1/8 in. (3 mm) when measured with a 10 ft (3 m) straightedge.

Milled mainline areas left open to traffic for longer than 5 work days will be assessed
$1,600.00 per day per lane mile ($1,000.00 per day per lane kilometer), or 80 portion
thereof, as liquidated damages, not as a penalty, but as damages sustained for

each work day that the milled area remains open to traffic.

Milled non-mainline areas such as auxiliary lanes left open to traffic for longer than 10
work days will be assessed $800.00 per day per lane mile ($500.00 per day per lane
kilometer), or portion thereof, as liquidated damages, not as a penalty, but as damages
sustained for each work day that the milled area remains open to traffic.

306.04.1 Approach Milling



Approach milling shall consist of milling the surface and cutting a wedge at the 90
driveways, commercial or public road approaches. The existing approach shall be milled
a minimum depth of no less than 1/4 in. (6 mm) to accommodate the approach
pavement. The approach milling shall be completed to provide a smooth transition from
the mainline pavement to the termini of the approach. The existing approach pavement
shall be cut to provide a vertical face of 1 1/2 in. (38 mm) for the termini

of surface.

Mailbox approaches to be resurfaced shall be milled to maintain the mainline profile and
cross-slope.

100 Automatic control devices will not be required on surface milling equipment used for
approach milling. Milling shall not damage any pavement that is to remain in place.

Approach milling shall not be performed at driveways unless it is required to meet a
paved surface that continues beyond the construction limit. If the driveway is other than
HMA or PCC beyond the construction limits, the approach milling is not required.

The transverse vertical cut face for commercial or public road approaches shall 110 be
transitioned at a rate of 24:1 or as approved.

306.05 Asphalt Milling

Asphalt milling shall consist of preparing a base for resurfacing by removing the existing
asphalt material at a specified average depth. The existing pavement shall be milled to
the cross-slope as shown on the plans, and shall have a surface finish that does not vary
longitudinally more than 1/4 in. (6 mm) from a 16 ft (4.9 m) straightedge or as described
in the QCP in accordance with 401.02. The milled
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surface shall have macrotexture equal to or greater than 2.2 for single course

overlays and 1.8 for multiple course overlays in accordance with ITM 812. 120
Frequency of macrotexture testing shall be a minimum of once per day and shall be
described in the QCP. The cross-slope shall not vary more than 1/8 in. (3 mm) when

measured with a 10 ft (3 m) straightedge.

If shoulders or turn lanes are not milled and the overlay material is not placed in the
milled areas within the same day, drainage slots shall be provided to eliminate ponding
of water.

Milled mainline areas left open to traffic for longer than 5 work days will be assessed
$1,600.00 per day per lane mile ($1,000.00 per day per lane kilometer), or 130 portion
thereof, as liquidated damages, not as a penalty, but as damages sustained for



each work day that the milled area remains open to traffic.

Milled non-mainline areas such as auxiliary lanes left open to traffic for longer than 10
work days will be assessed $800.00 per day per lane mile ($500.00 per day per lane
kilometer), or portion thereof, as liquidated damages, not as a penalty, but as damages
sustained for each work day that the milled area remains open to traffic.

The transverse vertical cut face shall be transitioned by HMA, CMA or prefabricated
materials at a rate of 24:1 or as approved.
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306.06 Asphalt Removal

Asphalt removal shall consist of complete removal of asphalt by milling from a portland
cement concrete or brick base and the satisfactory disposal of the milled materials.
Minor amounts of asphalt pavement material bonded to a concrete base at joints or
cracks may remain in place. If this material becomes displaced during subsequent
operations it shall be removed. Minor amounts of asphalt pavement material bonded to a
brick base may remain in place. Removal of minor areas of portland cement concrete or
brick base during the milling operations is acceptable.

150 Milled areas shall be cleaned prior to reopening to traffic or before continuing
construction operations.

The transverse vertical cut face shall be transitioned by HMA, CMA or prefabricated
materials at a rate of 24:1 or as approved.

306.07 PCCP Milling

PCCP milling shall consist of preparing a base for resurfacing by removing the existing
PCCP material at a specified average depth. The existing pavement shall be milled to
the cross-slope as specified in the plans, and shall have a surface finish that

160 does not vary longitudinally more than 1/4 in. (6 mm) from a 16 ft (4.9 m)
straightedge or as described in the QCP in accordance with 401.02. The milled surface
shall have macrotexture equal to or greater than 1.8 in accordance with ITM 812.
Frequency of macrotexture testing shall be a minimum of once per day and

A milled surface shall not be left open to traffic for longer than 14 calendar days. If the
milled surface is not overlaid after 14 calendar days, $1,600.00 per day per lane mile
($1,000.00 per day per lane kilometer), or portion thereof, will be assessed as liquidated
damages, not as a penalty, but as damages sustained for each calendar day that the
milled area remains left open to traffic.

Milled non-mainline areas such as auxiliary lanes left open to traffic for longer than 10
work days will be assessed $100.00 per day per transition as liquidated damages, not as
a penalty, but as damages sustained for each work day that the milled area remains
open to traffic.

The transverse vertical cut face shall be transitioned by HMA, CMA or prefabricated
materials at a rate of 24:1 or as approved.

306.08 Transition Milling

Transition milling shall consist of cutting a wedge at the beginning and ending of
projects, and paving exceptions. The existing pavement shall be cut to provide a nearly
vertical face of 1 1/2 in. (38 mm) for the termini of each overlay lift of base, intermediate,
and surface. The existing pavement shall be milled at a rate of 720:1 or as directed to
achieve the specified cut where the pavement transition overlay lifts differ from cut
depth. The transverse vertical cut face shall be transitioned by HMA, CMA or
prefabricated materials at a rate of 24:1 or as approved.

Approach milling, asphalt milling, asphalt removal, PCCP milling, scarification and profile
milling, and transition milling will be paid for at the contract unit price per square yard
(square meter).
