WHERIEAS, pursuant to those powers and anthorities, the Redevelopment
Commission published a Notice of Offering for the Showers Administration Building and
associated parcels (“Property™), and received bids on that property; and

WHEREAS, on September 15, 2015, the Redevelopment Commission authorized
Staff to move forward with negotiations on the Showers Administration Building; and

WHEREAS, as part of those negotiations, Randy Lloyd of T.M. Crowley &
Associates has asked the Redevelopment Commission for a right of entry to the Property
to perform soil testing, asbestos review, and general due diligence; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE REDEVELOPMENT
COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, INDIANA, THAT:

1. The Agreement for Right of Entry which is attached to this Resolution as
Exhibit A is approved. Donald Griffin is authorized to sign Agreement for
Right of Entry on behalf of the Redevelopment Commission.
