importance to the welfare of the community, principatly for persons of low and
moderate income; and

the elimination of conditions which are detrimental to health, safety, and public
welfare, through code enforcement, demolition, interim rehabilitation
assistance, and related activities; and

the conservation and expansion of the nation's housing stock in order to provide
a decent home and suitable living environment for all persons, but principally
those of low and moderate income; and

the expansion and improvement of the quantity and quality of community
services, principally for persons of low and moderate income, which are
essential for sound community development and for development of viable
urban communities; and

the integration of income groups throughout the community by spreading
persons of lower income into more prosperous neighborhoods and drawing
persons of higher income to declining or deteriorated neighborhoods; and

the alleviation of physical and economic distress through the stimulation of
private investment and community revitalization; and

a proposed statement of community development objectives and projected use of
the funds has been advertised; and

said statement and projected use of funds reflects programs recommended by the
Mayor with input from the Citizen's Advisory Committee, the Human
Resources Commission, and the Redevelopment Commission consistent with
local and national objectives of the Housing and Community Development Act
of 1974, as amended;
