Lot Number Ninety-nine (99) in J.N. ALEXANDER'S ADDITION to the City of 
Bloomington, Indiana, as shown by the recorded plat thereof. 

SECTION II. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the 
Common Council and approval by the Mayor.
