A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING INTEREST
BY THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON IN THE
PURCHASE OF LLAND FOR PARK
DEVELOPMENT

WHEREAS, the City of Bloomington Parks and Recreation Master Plan identifies land
acquisition for additional parks as a priority; and

WHEREAS, the City of Bloomington budgeted $250,000 in 1995 fiscal year and $250,000 in
the 1996 fiscal year for the acquisition of parkland; and

WHEREAS, the City of Bloomington has negotiated with property owners and the Monroe
County Community Schools Corporation (MCCSC) to acquire property for
additional parkland in the southeast area of the community which can be
developed as a joint school/park site; and

WHEREAS, the City of Bloomington Board of Park Commissioners has adopted a resolution
supporting the acquisition of land found in the general location of the southern
terminus of The Stands Drive to Rhorer Road, generally known as a part of the
Canada Farm property; and

WHEREAS, the property has been appraised by two (2) appraisers and the proposed purchase
price of the property less than appraised value, pursuant to the requirements of
IC 36-1-10.5-5 and IC 36-1-10.5-6;

THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, MONROE COUNTY, INDIANA, THAT:
