"Applicant” means the developer, landowner or landuser
who will utilize land and/or contract for work to be
done on the land.

"Commarcial Land Use" means use of land for the
ultimate retail or wholesale of goods or services.

"Construction Site Control Measure" means a control
measure used to meet the requirements of this chapter.

“Control Measure" means a practice or combination of
practices to control ergsion, sedimentation and
attendant pollution.




"Control Plan" means a written description of the
number, locations, sizes and other pertinent
information of control measures designed to meet the
requirements of this chapter submitted for review and
approved by the office of the City Engineer.

"Erosion" means the detachment and movement df s0il,
sediment or rock fragments by water, wind, ice or
gravity.

"Land beveloping Activity" means the construction of
buildings, roads, parking lots, paved storage areas
and similar facilities.

"Land Disturbance Activity" means any man-made ch
of the land surface, including but not limited
removing vegetative cover, excavating, loggi
and grading, but not including agricultural
such as planting, growing, cultivating and
of crops, and growing and tending of garden

"Landowner" means any person holding
an interest in land. '

"Land User" means any person le
or using land according to an
landowner, or any person operat

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"Site" means the entire area included in the legal
description of the land on which the land disturbance
or land development activity is proposed in the permit
application.

Erosion and Pollutant Control
Requirements. The following requirements shall be met
on all sites described in Section 20.20.05.01.

a) Site Dewatering. Sediment-laden water flowing
: from the site shall be detained by temporary
e sediment basgsins. Also, water shall not be
discharged in a manner that causes erosion in the
receiving channels.

b) Waste and Material Disposal. All waste and
unused building materials (including garbage,
debris, cleaning wastes, wastewater, toxic
materials, or hazardous materials) shall be
properly disposed of and not allowed to be carried
by runoff into a receiving channel, storm sewer




system or onio adjacent properties.

c) Tracking. Each site shall have graveled
roads, access drives and parking areas of
sufficient width and length to prevent sediment
"from being tracked onto public or private
roadways. Any sediment reaching a public or
private road shall be removed by street cleaning
{not flushing) by those responsible before the end
of each work day.

d) Drain Inlet Protection. All storm inlets
shall be protected with straw bales, filter

fabric, or an equivalent barrier meeting accepted
design criteria, standards and specifications

e) Site Erosion Control. The following

a. All disturbed ground left inactive
for 14 or more days shall be stabilized
by seeding or sodding or by mulching or
covering, or other equivalent centrol
measures appropriate for the season.
Steep slopes must be treated
immediately.

b. For sites with 10 acres or more
disturbed at one time, or if a channel
originates in the disturbed area, one or
more sedimentation basins shall be
constructed. Each sedimentation basin
shall have a surface area of at least 1
percent of the area draining to the
basin and at least three feet of depth
and shall be constructed in accordance
with accepted design specifications.
Sediment shall be removed to maintain a
depth of three feet. The basin shall be
designed to trap sediment greater than
15 microns in size, based on the set of
two year design storms having durations
from 0.5 minutes to 24 hours. The basin



discharge rate shall also be
sufficiently low as to not cause ergsion
along the discharge channel.

site conditions on a scale of at least one
inch equals 100 feet, showing the site and
immediately adjacent area containing:

2. Lakes, streams, wetlands, ponds,
channels, ditches, karst features, and
other water courses on and immediately
adjacent to the site. (Note: Requires
the completion of a groundwater
management plan which shall specify
surface and subsurface drainageways,
flows, and rates, and establishes a
mechanism te accommodate stormwater
flows and prevent sedimentation or
blockage of natural drainage passages}.

All permits shall
require the permittee to:

1. Notify the City of Bloomington
Engineering Department within two
working days of commencing any land
disturbing activity.

2. Notify the City Engineering
Department of completion of any control
measures within seven days after their
installation.

b. The control plan is not being implemented in a
good faith manner as determined by the City of
Bloomington Engineering Department, or;

c. The conditions and specifications of the
permit are not being met.

2. If the permittee does not cease the activity or
comply with the control plan or permit conditions
within 24 hours, the City Engineering Department may
revoke the permit.

3. When no permit has been issued, if the landowner or
land user does not cease the activity within 24 hours,
after demand by the City Engineering Department, the
City Engineer may request the Legal Department to
obtain a cease and desist order.



4., The City of Bloomington Engineering Department may
retract the stop-work order or the revocation upon
adequate notice that the conditions are in compliance.

5. Twenty-four hours after posting a stop-work order,
-the City of Bloomington Engineering Department may
issue a notice of consent to the permittee or landowner

or land user to perform work necessary to comply with
this chapter.

20.20.09.00 PROJECT TERMINATION

En orderly and timely termination of a project with land
disturbing activities shall be planned between all persaons
involved with a site. When a project has been completed,
the person holding their permit shall petition, in wriding,
the City Engineer, for approval of erosion control m@éasures
which are to remain on the site. The City Engineaef shall
subsequently inspect the site to evaluate the adequacy of
these control measures.

1. 1If the erosion control measures arg approved, the
surety bond shall be released promptld&. However, anv
maintenance responsibilities shall gemain with the
person owning or occupying the land.

2. 1f the erosion measures are @0k approved, the City
0f Bloomington Engineering Department shall notifyfin
writing, the person holding the permit, Tegarding the
unacceptable features. After a minimamyperiod £6f two
(2) weeks during which corrective measures arg taken, a
petition, again in wrifing, may be sent @skifig the City
of Bleoomington Engineering Department to evaluate the
adequacy of the erosion ‘€ontrol measures. 1f, in good
faith, the City of Bloomingten Engineering Department
again decides that the erosion controd measures are
inadequate, thé City of Bloomingtondmay delay the
release of the surety bond forupyto two (2) months.
After an adgreed upon/time periodiof two (2} months or
longer has “@lapsed githoutl cerrective measures taken,
the City of Bloemington Engineering Department may use
the surety bond o finance/changes or additions to the
erpsion control ‘measures zeeded to complete the
préject. :

SECTION ITL. Section19.08.030 Conditions of land --
drainage and subsoil shall be repealed and re-enacted to read as
follaws:

No land shall 'be subdivided for residential use if such land
is censidered by (the Plan Commission to be unsuitable for such
use by reason of fleoding or improper drainage, objectionable
earth and rock formation topoegraphy or any other feature harmful
to the“haalth and gsafety of possible residents and the community
as a whole) The Plan Commission shall review all proposed
subdivisionshto determine whether the subdivision lies in a flood
hazard area‘as) defined in Section 20.04.01.00 of this code. 1If
the Plan Commission finds the subdivision to be so located, it
shall forward pertinent plans and materials to the Indiana
Department of Natural Resources for comments. The Plan
Commission may require appropriate changes and modifications in
order to assure that it is consistent with the need to minimize
flood damages and soil erosion; all public utilities and
facilities, such as sewer, gas, electrical and water systems are
located and constructed to minimize or eliminate flood damage;
adequate drainage is provided sc as to reduce exposure to flood
hazards; and that on-site waste disposal systems, if provided,
will be so located as to avoid impairment of them or
contamination from them during the occurrence of the regulatory
flood. Provisions for the storm drainage system shall be
designed to conform to the regulations in Section 20.20.02.00.




, SECTION 1I1I. Section 19.08.200 Storm Drainage shall
be repealed and re-enacted to read as follows:

No land shall be subdivided until a storm water drainage
plan has been approved by the Commission. The storm water
drainage plan shall conform to the following criteria:

1. Except as provided below, the drainage system shall
consist of concrete curbs and gutters along all streets and
of storm water sewer pipe and appurtenances, including
inlets, catch basins and culvert headwalls, where required
by the Commission.

If any section, sentence,
or provision of this ordinance, or the application thereof to any
person or circumstances shall be declared invalid, such
invalidity shall not affect any of the other sections, sentences,
provisions, or applications of this ordinance which ¢an be given
effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this
end the provisions of this ordinance are declared to be
severable.



This ordinance shall be in full force and
effect from and after passage by the Common Council of the City
of Bloomington, approval of the Mayor and promulgation according
to law.
