WHEREAS, the Governor's Commission for a Drug-Free Indiana requires 
approval and authorization from the Common Council in order for 
the City of Bloomington, through the Human Resources Department, 
to apply for a Seventy Five Thousand Eight Hundred and One 
Dollar ($71~000) grant; and 

WHEREAS, the grant will provide one hundred percent (100%) funding to 
establish a Regional Coordinating Office to promote, support and 
coordinate substance abuse prevention, treatment and law 
enforcement activities within a nine county area; and 

WHEREAS, there will be ten Regional Offices throughout the state; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY 
OF BLOOMINGTON, MONROE COUNTY, INDIANA, THAT: 

The Common Council hereby authorizes the City of Bloomington, 
through the Human Resources Department, to apply for a grant from 
the Governor's Commission for a Drug-Free Indiana in the amount of 
$71,000 for the purposes of establishing and administering a Drug 
Abuse Prevention Regional Coordinating Office.
