WHEREAS, the Common Council passed a Zoning Ordinance
amendment and adopted new incorporated zoning
maps on June 7, 1978 which are now incorporated

INDIANA, THAT:

SECTION I. Through the autheority of IC 36-7-
4 that the zoning be changed from RE to PMP for property
located at 315 W. Gordon Pike, and more particularly described
as follows:

Part of the Northwest quarter of Section 21, Township 8 North,
Range 1 West, being more particularly described as follows:
Commencing at the northwest corner of said Section 21; thence
South 757 feet; thence East 155 feet tco the point of beginning;
thence South 760 feet; thence East 56C feet to the west right-
of-way of Orchard Lane; thence North along said right-of-

way 760 feet; thence West 560 feet to the point of beginning.

SECTION II. Through the authority of IC 36-7-
4 and pursuant to Chapter 20.13 of the Bloomington Municipal
Code, that an outline plan be approved and that an outline
plan be approved and that the above designated property
be designated a Planned Mobille Home Park.

SECTION III. The Qutline Plan, as recommended
by the Plan Commission, shall be as attached hereto and made
part thereof.
