The charge for service 
installation within the city that requires only that tubing and a 
met·!r be installed shall be two hundred seventeen dollars. 

(b) The charge for service. installation outside the city 
that requires tapping a distribution main and installing tubing 
and a meter shall be three hundred forty-five dollars. 

SECTION v. Customer billing shall be computed with these 
rat!s for the first full billing cycle following final approval 
by the Public Service Commission.
