Russell Curry in his application, if the 
improvements described in the application are not commenced (defined as 
obtaining a building permit and actual start of construction) within twelve 
( 12) months of the date of the designation of the above area as an Economic 
Revitalization Area, this Common Council shall have the right to void such 
designation.
