SYNOPSIS 

This ordinance transfers appropriations within the Police General Fund 
budget to provide for the purchase of a BAC Verifier to replace the existing 
breathalizer. This cost is to be reimbursed from the proceeds of the criminal 
justice facility bond issue. The transfer also provides for the purchase of a 
second duplicating machine and additional txanscr·ibers to enable a twenty­
four-hour-a-"Clay transcribing service.
