Tl.,.:Ls Ordinance, recommended by the Huni.ci.pal Operat:LcHlS Cor._;.nlittec ,:)f tlw 
Bloomington Clean CommtH1ity System, Inc~~ and co·-sponsored by Counc.:ilmcmba.rs 
Hayer and Regester~ makes the following changes in th~C; £{;_rnicipal Code~ J.t 
provides that advertisement material on puhJ.ic property must be removed no 
late-r than 72. hours after the event being advertised, and pr:ovides a maximum 
penalty of $lOU per day for violation of Chapters 6 ~04 and ltr ~2B; amends the 
Code. to ,provide for tra~h pick-up at least once each ~-veek ra!;:her than tHice 
pe:r -...reek; .adds a requirement that containment areas for trasp receptacles 
permanently located in an alley must not obstruct trash pick~-up or traffic; 
removes the provision currently ir~ tl)e Code that allmvs trash to be placed .in 
paper bai;s for pickup; and adds a ·provision stating the m,;rner or occupant f s 
responsibility for removal of litter caused PY inadequate containers~
