'l'o Approve Application of the FeCieral Section 6 Housing Provisions to 
the Bloomington Housing Authority 

;mEREAS, under the provisions of 'l'itie n:-Section 201 of the Housing 
ana Community Deveiopment Act of 1974 {P.L. 93-383), amending the Housing Act 
of 1937, local housing authorities may receive financial assistance through 
the Section 8 "Lower-Income Housing Ass:ibtance" program for the purpose of 
prov:i.d:i.ng low-rent housing by leasing Ciwelling units in privately owned 
structures; and 

WHEREAS, the Housing Authority of the City of Bloomington and City 
of Bloomington Redeveiopment Department are coordinating sixteen units 
of Rental Rehabilitation; and 

WHEREAS, such provisions may not apply to any locality uriless the 
governing boGy of the locality has by resolution approved the application 
of such provisions to such locality;
