SYNOPSIS 

Property tax based funds must operate for the first six months of the 
year without the revenue from the first property tax payment which 
comes in June. As in the past, the Parks and Recreation Fund and 
the Police Pension Fund will have low operating balances and require a 
cash transfer from the Local Road and Street Fund. ·The Local Road 
and Street Fund will be repaid in time to meet obligations for 
the Third Street Project.
