Justice Assistance Grant (JAG). 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, MONROE COUNTY, INDIANA, THAT: 

SECTION 1. The Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the City of Bloomington and 
Monroe County, Indiana in regards to 2012 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant, a 
copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof, is hereby approved. 

SECTION 2. If any sections, sentence or provision of this ordinance, or the application thereof to 
any person or circumstances shall be declared invalid, such invalidity shall not affect any of the 
other sections, sentences, provisions, or applications of this ordinance which can be given effect 
without the invalid provision or application, ffild to this end the provisions of this ordinance are 
declared to be severable. 

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the 
Common Council of the City of Bloomington and approval of the Mayor.

SYNOPSIS 

TJ lis resolution approves the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the City of Bloomington 
ar d Monroe County, Indiana regarding the use of the 2012 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice 
A: sistance Grant. The Interlocal Agreement provides that the total grant award is $34,023.00. The 
C ty will receive $16,698 and use it for the following purposes: $10,936.00 will be used for the 
plfchase of two eKiosks, one of which will be located in the Police Department's headquarters 
ar d the other will be located in City Hall; $5,199.00 will be used to purchase a secure server so 
th1t both the City's Police Department and the Monroe County Sheriffs Department may access 
ar d utilize the Law Enforcement National Data Exchange; and, $563 will be used to maintain 
th )se two items. The Sheriffs Department will use the remaining $17,325.00 in grant funds to 
pi rchase in-car cameras for some of their patrol vehicles. 

IV< )te: This resolution wa~ revised after it was distributed in the Weekly Legislative Packet and 
be fore it was introduced at the Special Session on 27 June 2012. The revisions changed the 
Sy ~opsis to reflect an additional $563 to be received by the City to maintain other items acquired 
b) the City with this grant.

These eDesk Kiosks will allow 
the Police Department to provide tI,e citizens of Bloomington 24 hour a day, 365 day a year access to 
infofll1ation and services from the Police Department. Services available via this system include: online 
crime reporting, various pennits, submitting anonymous crime tips, contacting officers or detectives, 
public access requests, citizens complaints as well as compliments from citizens, extra patrol requests, 
driving directions and much more. One kiosk will be located at the Police DepaJ1ment and a second will 
be located in City Hall. 

The City shall also use a portion of its funds to purchase a secure server so that both tI,e City's Police 
Department and the County's Sheriff's Department may access the Law Enforcement National Data 
Exchange managed by the FBI's Criminal Justice Infofll1ation Services (CnS) Division. 

The county shall use its portionofthe funds to purchase and install 3 complete in-car video systems.

The parties agree to make a good faith effort to obtain all necessary 
appropriations and to comply with all provisions of this Agreement to the extent feasible under current or 
future appropriations.
