The _
traffic division is authorized to charge a fee of three dollars ($3.00)
for copies of accident reports not exceeding six pages and a fee of
fifty cents ($.50) per page for copies exceeding six pages.

SECTION II. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect
from and after its passage by the Common Council and approval by the
Mayor.

SYNOPSIS

Effective September 1, 1981, the minimum fee the Police Department can
collect for a traffic accident report went from $2 to $3, and city coun-
cils are now reguired to set the fee by ordinance. This ordinance sets
the fee at $3.00 for reports up to six pages and 50¢ per page for reports
over six pages.
