WHEREAS, the Federal Highway Administration and the Indiana State
Highway Commission have failed to prepare an environmental
impact statement despite evidence that the project could have
significant impacts on the quality of the human environment
in the area; .

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, MONROE COUNTY, INDIANA, THAT:

The Common Council urges the Federal Highway Administration and
the Indiana State Highway Commission to delay any further development of
the proposed relocation of State Road 446 until an env1ronmenta1 impact
statement has bheen prepared.
