The property is located
on the incorporated map number 6 of June 7, 1978, described as follows, to-wit:

The public right-of-way of Hawthorne Drive between Third
Steeet and Second Street.

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from
and after its passage by the Common Council and approval by the Mayor.
