AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE QLOOMINGTON
ZONING MAPS, DATED JUNE 7, 1978

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Bloomington, Indiana,
passed a Zoning Ordinance amendment and adopted new incorporated zoning
maps on . June 7, 1978, and

WHEREAS, said Zoning Ordinance and mapi:, are now incorporated in
the Bloomington Municipal Code as Title 20 of said Code, and

WHEREAS, the City Plan Commission has considered this case, PCD-5-79
and recommended said Bloomington zoning maps be amended by the rezoning
of certain property, and

WHEREAS, the petitioner, MEL SIMON & ASSOCIATES | requests that
the Common Council of the City of Bloomington consider this petition for
the rezoning of said property. '

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, MONROE COUNTY, INDIANA, that the
authority of Chapter 174 of the 1947 Acts of the General
Assembly of the State of Indiana, as amended, that the
property located at the S.E. corner of E. Third Street

and College Mall Rd., (College Mall) be designated as a
Planned Commercial Development and outline plan be approved.

SECTION 1. That the Bloomington Zoning Map of June 7, 1978 be
amended to rezone the following described land as follows, to-wit:
