BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON,

SECTION 1. The Agreement in Lieu of Annexation between the City of
Bloomington and General Electric Company, Otis Elevator Company, Westinghouse
Electric Corporation, Wetterau, Incorporated, and Cook, Incorporated, approved
by the Board of Public Works on September 2%, 1979 is hereby ratified and
approved by the Common Council of the City of Bloomington.

SECTION II. The monies received by the City pursuant to this Agreement -
shall be deposited in the Special Non-Reverting Improvement Fund created by
Ordinance 79-74.

SECTION III. Severability. If any section, sentence or provision of
this Ordinance, or the application thereof to any person or circumstance shalil
"~ be declared invalid, such invalidity shall not affect any of the other sections,
sentences, provisions, or app11cat1ons of this Ordinance which can be given
effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this end the pro-
visions of this ordinance are declared to be severable.

SECTION IV. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and
after its passage by the Common Council and approval by the Mayor.

SYNOPSIS

State law permits cities to enter into contracts with industries instead
of annexing them. This Ordinance approves such a contract with General Elec-
tric, Otis, Westinghouse, Wetterau, and Cook, Inc. The Industries will pay
the City $1,500,000 over twelve years and the City will not annex them for
fifteen years. The City will not have to provide any more services than it
is prOV1d1ng now.
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hGRERMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into as of the fifth agay

of October , 1979, between the €ity of Bloomington,

Indiana} hereinafter referred to as the "City", and the undersigned
industries and businesses located in Richland and Van Buren Town-
ships, in Monroe County, Indiana, hercinafter reférred-to as the
"Industriesﬁ,_WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the City ofIBloomington and the Industries located
in the vicinity of but beyond the corporate limits of the City
recognize mutual interests énd benefits in relationShip to each
other; and the industries desire io share somé of the financial
support of the City; and the City recognizes the need to provide
certain éervices to the benefit of the Industries and the community.
adjacent to the Industries; and

WHEREAS, *the Industries are.the owners and/oxr lesseés of
personal property and real estate in Richland and Van Buren
Townships, Monroe County, Indiana, logatéd cutside of but cvon-
tigubus to and/or in the vicinity of the City of Bloomington,
Indiana; said real estate being set forth and described in Exhibit.
"A" attached hereto and madé a patt hereof;rand

WHEREAS, the City recognizes that‘immediate incluéion of the
Industries within the corporaté limits of the City is not con- _
sistent with most industrial plénning processes, and that_thé en-
couragement of industrial expansion by these Industries and a
contract for services in lieu of annexation with a specified
term is in the mutual best inﬁefests-of the City and the Industries;.
it is with such understanding that this agreement is entered into.

NOW THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE MU.TUAL PROMISES AND
COVENANTS OF THE PARTIES, IT IS AGREED AND STIPULATED AS FOLLOWS:

1) This Agreement 1s entered into pursuant to the provisions

of Section 404 of Chapter 239 of the 1969 Acts of the General

Assembly of the State of Indiana, IC 1971, 18—5~10—22, and is for
a term of fifteen (15) years, beginning on the date of final
approval by the Common Council of the City of'Bloomington, Indidna,k
and ending 15 years thercalter.
2)  The partics hereto agree and declare as follows:

D). such mutual interests can best be served by the
Industries making the payments herein stipulated to
the City on a contractual basis, rather than by
annexation of the Industries' properties to the City.

3) It is agreed between the City and the Industries that the

Industries will pay to the City One Million Five‘Hundred Thousand

bollars ($1,500,000.00), payable at the rate of One Hundred
Twenty-Five Thousand Dollars ($125,000.00) per year for twelve

(12) years. fThe Industries shall make the payment in proportions

4) The yearly paYments shall be made in two (2) egual in-

stallments on or before the first Monday of May and the first

Monday of November of each year, beginning with the first May or
November after final épproval by the Common Council of the City
of Bloomingtoh, Indiana. At no time shall payments not be due
and éayable in May and November of each year. Provided, however,
that, pursuant'to the statute cited in Section 1, the obligations ‘
of the parties hereunder shall; if not sooner terminated, ter- |
minaﬁe 15 years from the effective date of this Agreement. |
5} Pursuant to the terms of this Agreement, the personal
property and reél estate of the'Industries located in Richland
and Van Buren Townships, Monroe County, Indiana, and described in
Exhibit "A", shall not be subject to annexétion by the City prior f
 to 15 years from the effective'date of this Agreement and it is ]

agreed between the partics hereto that no part of said personal

"property and real estate owned and/or leased by said Industries
described in Bxhibit "AY and now located outside of the corporate

“limits of Lho City ol Bloomington, Indiana, shall be annexed to
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{the City prior to 15 years from the cffcctive date'of this
Agfeement.

6) The funds hefoin proVidéd for to be paid by the Industries
to the City may be used for any legal public purpose.

7) The City agrees that it will continue to furnish to the‘
area described in Exhibit "A" municipal services, both governmental
and proprietary, of the same nature and the same level as it is
providing the industry at the time of the signing of this Agreement.
The City shall not be obligated to provide other sexrvices than
those being provided at the.time of the signing of this Agreement
or to provide said services to another location not includéd.in
Exhibit "aA".

8) It is expressly understood and agreed that thlS Agreement
is the individual contract of each of the Industries with the City,
and that the obligations herein prov1ded for are several and not

joint as to the Industries; and that the obligations assumed herein

by each of the industries is limited to its payments as specified in

Section 3 and does not extend to the payments of any other Industry.

9) The Industries agree to be bound by their obligations

contained herein for the full term of this Agreement even in the

event that they might cease operation or remove theix plant of
operatiohé to an area not included in Exhibit "A".

10) . Any Indusﬁry which is a party to this Agreement, upon fhe
sale or lease or sublease of any of its Bloomington afea business

facilities described in Exhibit "A" of a part thereof, may, but

need not, assign all or part of its rights hereunder to such pur-

chaser, lessee or sub-lessee, and in the event of such an assign-

.ment, such purchaser, lessee or sub-lessee shall become a party to

this Agreement and the new party and the City shall be bound by the
terms hereof. Such conveyance or assingment shall not alter the
obligatioh.or rights of the City as éontained herein.

11) This'Agreement shall become effective when executed by
the parties hereto and approved and ratified by the-Common Council

of the City of Bloomington, Indiana.

12} .In the cvent that any party to this Agrecment fails to
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Limely perform any ol the obligations spoecificd din this Agrecwment:,
then the other party, after notice to such party as hercinafter

provided, may: a} at its option, declare this Agrecement null

and vold as to the breaching party; or b} decem such failure a

breach of the Agreement.

In the event a party feels a failure to perform an obliga-

tion of this Agreement has occurred, it shall notify the defaulting

party by certified mail of said failure, specifying the date by
which such failure should be corrected, and may éhen initiate any
action at law or equity to.remedy such failure after the date
specified if the default has not been cured. The date specified
shall not be less than 60 days from the date of the notice. BAny
dispufed aﬁounts shall be placed with a mutually agreed upon
escrow agent until such time as the dispute is resolved. Any
?ayments made by the defaulting pérty under this Agfeement shall
remain with the other party as liquidated damages. -
In the event the party deems that such failure renders
this Agreeéement null and void, then it shall so notify the defaultF
ing party by certified mail of the default and the date by which
such failure must be corrected (which shall not be less thgn 60

days from the date of the Notice) and may proceed to institute

‘any action it is legally authorized to initiate including but

not limited to annexation of property owned or leased by the
defaulting pérty, or obtaining én injunction or restraining oxrder
prohibiting annexation.

It is further agreed by the parties hereto that the fail-
ure of a party to pursue its remedies herein shall not be deemed
a ﬁaiver of the right to proceed against the same party or any |
other party hereto at a future time. .
