SYNOPSIS

The Urban Mass Transportation Administration has advised Bloomington
Transit to amend the Capital Grant Application by $300,000 to adequately
fund the construction of the storage/cffice fac111ty. The Federal Government
is responsible for 80% or $240,000 and the City is responsible for 20%
$60,000. Interest earned on State Funds already appropriated ($2,337. 64)
can be used for the local match and the appraised value of the land at the
Service Center ($13,250.) can be used. This leaves $44,412.36 as the
necessary additional funds that would have to be appropriated by the City.
