NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, MONROE COUNTY, INDIANA, that under the 
authority of Chapter 174 of the 1947 Acts of the General 
Assembly of the State of Indiana, as amended, that the property 
generally located at 213 Union Street be rezoned from RS Resi­
dential Single Dwelling to BG General Business. 

That the incorporated map number 7 , of June 22, 1973, 
be amended to rezone the followlng described land as follows, to-wit: 

Lots 11, 12, Block F, Highland Homes Addition. 

SECTION 2. That this ordinance shall be in full force and effect 
from and after its passage and approval by the Mayor.

SYNOPSIS 

Ordinance No. 77-39 
To Amend the Zoning Maps of June 22, 1973 

The Zoning Ordinance classifies all land within the planning juris­
diction into residential, business, and manufacturing zones. The 
boundaries for these zones are established by the Plan Commission and 
Common Council and within each district only certain uses are permitted. 

This ordinance, if approved, will change the zoning from RS Residential 
Single DwellirLg to BG Gg,neralJ3JLsine.s.s.. for a tract of land commonly known 
as 213 Union Street. The petitioner is Donald Davis. 

The purpose of the rezoning is to permit a retail pizza restaurant.
