NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL. OF THE
CITY OF BLDOMINGTON MONROE COUNTY, INDIANA, that under the
authority of Chapter 174 of the 1947 Acts of the General
Assembly of the State of Indjana, as amended, that the .
property commonly known as 1815 S. Walnut St. be rezoned from
RH Residential High Density to BA Business Arterial;
