College Mall Road be rezoned from RL, Low Density Multi-Dwelling

SECTION 1. That the corporated map number 9 , of June 22, 1973, 
be amended to rezoned the following described land as follows, to-wit: 

A part of the Southwest quarter of the Southwest quarter of 
Section (2) Two, Township (8) Eight North, Range (l) One West, 
Monroe County, Indiana, described as follows: 

Commencing at the Southeast corner of said quarter quarter 
section,· thence Westerly on the South line of said quarter 
quarter section 165.00 feet to the real point of beginning; 
thence continuing Westerly on said South quarter quarter 
section line 742.54 feet to a point of intersection with 
the East ·right-of-way line of College Mall Road extended; 
thence Northerly on and along said East right-of-way 1 ine
