The Common Council is required under Ordinance 76-18 and
Resolution 76-18 to approve all service contracts of the Utilities
Service Board over $100,000 within thirty days of passage by the
Board. The Board has tentatively approved a contract for approxi-
mately $559,000 with Black & Veatch for engineering services for
the Dillman Road Treatment Plant, and this resolution approves that
contract.



REVISION TO RESOLUTION 77-25

The USB voted Tuesday to break up the Black & Veatch contract
into six sections to encourage participation by Tocal contractors; for
further information see the attached letter from Black & Veatch and the
summary of Tuesday's meeting. The contract has therefore-been-dménded to
read as follows:
