SYNOPSIS 

Appropriation Ordinance 77- :L._, __ 

An Ordinance to Appropriate Funds from the General Fund 

This ordinance does not in fact appropriate new monies not before 
budgeted. It is simply the first step in the procedure to transfer monies 
from one department's budget into another. 

Through this procedure, the City will move salary monies from 
Planning and Engineering to the Court budget. This will result in the 
Judge being paid entirely from the General Fund while one position in 
Planning and one in Engineering will be paid in part by utilities and 
part by General Fund. 

This is being done to satisfy ethical objections to paying the 
Judge from utilities monies. 
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
