
APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE 77-5 

AN ORDINANCE SPECIALLY APPROPRIATING FROM THE FEDERAL REVENUE SHARING TRUST FUND 
EXPENDITURES NOT OTHERWISE APPROPRIATED OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, MONROE 
COUNTY, INDIANA. 

WHEREAS, it has been determined that it is now necessary to appropriate more 
money than was appropriated in the annual budget; now, therefore: 

SECTION 1. Be it ordained by the Common Council of the City of Bloomington 
of Monroe County, Indiana that for the expenses of said municipal corporation 
the following additional sums of money are hereby appropriated and ordered set 
apart out of the several funds herein named and for the purposes herein speci­
fied, subject to the laws governing the same.

APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE 77-5 

An Ordinance Specially Appropriating from the Federal Revenue Sharing Trust 
Fund 

The Health Service Bureau has been supported by the City since last July 
through Revenue Sharing. That appropriation and contract will run out this month. 

The Bureau anticipates receiving CDBG money starting this summer. 
However, that will leave a four-month period without funding. 

The Mayor and Council President Middleton have suggested giving, interim 
funding to the Health Service Bureau through Federal Revenue Sharing. 
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
