The util_ity service gr;,nt program provides assistance to eligi-

ble owner occupants for installation of facilities required to hook 

on to public sanitary sewer. Projected delays in completion of the 

Miller Drive Sewer Project (Phase I and II) resulted in the deci­

sion to reduce the proposal funding level recommended by Workable 

Program Committee. Rollover of funds programmed in FV 75 in con­

junction with the funded level is expected to meet demand for hook 

up during this program year. Rules and Regulations for the program 

have been duly promulgated by the Redevelopment Commission and rati­

fied by the City Council. 

Modified Acquisition/Rehabilitation Program $ 80,000 

This program is designed to acquire deteriorating structures that 

are for sale and that are feasible for rehabilitation, to rehabili­

tate those structures and to return the property to private owner~ 

ship through sale or through the Urban Homesteading Option. All 

properties considered for this program shall be voluntarily placed 

on the market by the owners or referred to the Department. The 

acquisition process and procedures shall correspond to guidelines 

published by Department of Housing and Urban Development, as appli~ 

cable. Units may be utilized as emergency housing stock while in 

public ownership. 

V~dified Rehabilitation Grant Program $150,000 

This program provides rehabilitation grants to owner occupants

having an income of $5:ooo or less or a housing expense of 25 p~r­

cent or more of income. The program was funded at $180,000 in fY 75. 

Rules and regulations were duly promuigated by the Redevelopment 

Commission and ratified by the Bloomington City Council. It is anti­

cipated that $80,000 will roll over from FY 75 making possible 

the rehabilitation of 55 homes between Nay. 1976 and Nay, 1977. 

Cumulative results of NDP plus CD rehabilitation grants, are pro­

jected at approximately 140 publicly assisted rehabilitation and 

in excess of 100 private rehabilitations. This program has demon­

strated effectiveness in achieving goals of neighborhood stabili­

zation and preservation. 

Rehabilitation Loan Program $ 80,000 

This program encourages private rehabi1 itation efforts and the 

direct involvement of local financi.i.l institutions through beth 

direct and guaranteed loans at below market interest rates. 

Relocation Program $ 50,00J 

A. Homeowner relocation involves the acquisition, clearance of 

deteriorated structures and reconstruction of ne1~ homes on 

owners lots or relocation to standard ex·fsting homes. 

B. Relocation of tenafltS - provides benefits with option for down 

payment ass1stance or rental assistance to tenants d~splaced. 

Program would include acquisition of deteriorated rental pro­

perty, clearance of the structure and relocation of tenants 

to standard housing. 

Code Enforcement $ 7,600 

Additional staff support for code enforcement division consisting 

of salary for one inspector (11 m~nths) is programmed. The inspec­

tor wi11 be assigned to the code enforcement division of the Engi-

neering Department to work in target areas. 
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Child Care Vouche-r Pro:;ra:n $'iS 000 
n-,e Chl.ld Care Vouche-r Program is designed to aid Bloomington low ana·mLadle 
inco~e fa~ilies residin?, in the high priority areas of the city, Applicants 
!:lUSt be City of Elooninr,ton residents, and the child care facilities must be 
lo-:uted vithin the city limits. Tvo types of f11.cilities are designated; 
child care centers and child care hor.~es. Centers requires state licensing; 
child care homes are licensed by the Honroe County Public Welfare Department, 
Eligibility requirements state that the family income must be $163.00 per 
we~k or less. Each parent residing in the family home must work at least 20 
hours a week. Families can realize reimbursement of SO% to 90% of the total 
weekly cost, depending on income, family size and cost of the facility cost. 
The program has been in operation since September, 1975, and has met the needs 
of 28 low income families. 

Su-,:::erti::;e D;;y Care Project $6 600 
The 13-week su~ertime Day Care Project will assist lo~ and middle Lnbome 
faQilies residing in the high priority areas of the City in meeting the cost of 
child care services for elementary age children. The program is directed toward 
an area ~ithin Bloomin7ton which has been scheduled for federal housinr, 
assistance. That area re;resents the greatest number of low income families, 
and the largest concentration of poor quality housing. The program wi·ll empha­
~>iz,-, inatrw::tirmal an'J r<'crc>.fltion:Jl activiticn and will acrve nprroxi•nnt!.'.ly 
30-35 chl ldren. In addition, the Human Resources Department will conduct 
research to det~rmine the economic and sociological impact of the program on 
both the parent:> and children. 

We"<kend Cornrnunity for Youth $12,000 
The Heekend Co=unJ..ty for Youth is a weekend residential setting for young 
people ages 13 through 17. The yearly program is based on four,, tw~lve-week 
cycles with approximately 12 participants in each cycle. The prLncLpal pro~ram 
obie::tive is to aid adolescents in experiencing the personal grovth necessary 
toJl'<H'.dle nroblem~ encountered at home, in school nnd in peer relation~hips. 
Profession~l staff live with the youth and supervise activities which include 
arts, crafts, recreation and housekeeping responsibilities. Counsel~ng is 
offered to both participants and their familiee, Referrals are receLved from 
social service agencies, schools, the Probation Department, and individuals. 

Previous experience with the Weekend component demonstrated the need for youth 
to hav.;, a learning aituation which helpa them cope vith a variety of problems. 
Participants frequently lived in a turbulent home environment where everyday 
ch~llenges were compounded by substance abuse, low income and problems atten­
dant to single parent fal:lilies. School authorities attested to a lower school 
drop-out rate after the prozram became available, and juvenile justice officials 
have e~ended the Weekend model.

Mi 11 er Drive Se1~ei's, Phase I I 

Completion of Phase I of the Miller Drive Sewer Project is estk ~ed 
for ~lay 1, 1976. Constr·uction of Phase II is anticipateC by . .-.,,.; s-:: i, 
1977. A total of $218,000 from Comwunity Development Slack Gran and 
$55,000 from the 1976 City Utility Budget has been progr·amed for com­
pletion of Phase II. Phase II will complete the Hiller Drive Se1.,er 
System. (See attached sheet for Miller Drive Sewer Project Schedule.} 

ADMINISTRATION 

a) Staff Support 

The administrative budget includes salaries and supportive admini­
strative costs for operation of the Redevelopment Departr:-.ent. A 
relatively small tax-base budget will be proposed during budget 
preparation for additional support. Additionally, it is anticipated 
that the $15,000 rollover from FY75 will be utilized for citizen 
participation. 

b) Emergency Housing 

'fhe City recognizes that residents may at times experience extra­
ordinary circumstances 1vhich necessitate the need {c\r· en21'Se;·,cy 
housing. In response to this need the City is t>ttCTCi)ting to forr:J-
1ate an interdepartmental policy 1~hich is both effective anG rea.sc~­
ab1e. As an interim step the City will provide sleeping acco:cc-aa­
tions to individuals and families in the Human Res.ources Dep2l"t-cefl":: 
building, 221 N. Rogers Street, This facility is located on the 
west side and thus far has served predor:rinantly low-inco~e clients. 
This service will be offered in conju11ction Hith the Crisis Care 
Center which is located at the se.mc:> address. 

PLANNING AND MANAGEr~ENT DEVELOPNENT - $80,000 

Funds are programmed for advanced planning and engineering projects to 
be identified as a result of FY75 neighborhood planning studies in the 
area east of Adams Street, south of llth Street and north of the tracls 
on the City's west side; potential reconstruction of \{est Sixth S:ree:; 
and comprehensive street ar1d si dewa 1 k engineering for the ~~i 11 er Drive 
area. It is further anticipated that neighborhood planning of the area 
west of Adams Street between 5th and 8th streets will be accomplisned 
as a part of the work program in the Planning Department. 

In its first year of operation 41i. of the participants were residents of the

CONTINGEilCIES - $100,000 

Projects with high priority for funding from the contingency reserve 
may include construction of improvements to the storm drainage system 
in the Dyer Hatershed A area. Use of funds for construction depends on 
an appropriation from the City Council to undertake detailed engineering 
design and cost estimates. Use of CD contingency funds will be con­
sidered, depending on overall project costs and alternative funding 
sche~es. Additionally, with the expansion of administrative capability 
in the housing assistance programs use of the contingency fund to en-
large these programs would be considered. .
