NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
BLOOMINGTON, INDIANA, THAT:

SECTION L. The Mayor of the City of Bloomington is authorized to prepare and submit an
application for grant funding to address the rehabilitation of the Salvation Ammy of Monroe
County's daycare and gymnasium lfocated at 111 N. Rogers, Bloomington, Indiana. These
facilities sustained damage from the June 2008 flood. The Mayor is also authorized to execute
and administer a vesultant grant including: general administration, project management, contracts
and agreements pursuant to the regulations of the Indiana Office of Conymunity and Rural
Affairs and the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development.

SECTION II. The City of Bloomingten, Indiana hereby commits the requisite local funds in the
amount of $6,200.00 in the form oft $5,000 from the Salvation Army of Monroe County’s
Contingency Fund and $1,200 from the Menroe County Long-Term Recovery Committee as
matching funds for said program. These commitments are contingent upon receipt of DRI
funding from the Indiana Office of Community and Rural Affairs.

SECTTON, III. This resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the
Common Council and approval by the Mayor.
