lst. Item of Business: Resolution 7 5-44 Consumer Bill of Rights 
. . . .. . . : 

The Committee heard from Paul Z.isla of the Citizen Energy Coal-: 
iton of Bloomington_who originated the.Resolution. The eommittee 
also heard from George Phipps of the Utilities Department. Phipps 
said that the Utility Has vmrking on implementing ne\v regulations 
that .\Vould incorporate almost all of the things in the resolution. 

. The· only thing he saw a problem 1vith was the 30 day payment plan. 

After further discussion of the plan by the Committee, Mr. Phipps 
seemed to indicate that it really wouldn't be all that difficult 
to implement the staggered 30 day plan. (At this point Councilman 
Morrison asked that his chair either be oiled or thrown av;ay. This 
was taken under advisement.) · . . 

Councilman Morrison suggested that after one year of prompt payments· 
theat refunds of deposits be made .. At present deposits are refunded 
after 3 years. Utility noiV pays 4 9.; interest on deposits. Property 
ow-ners are not required to pay deposits. Councilman Morrison asked 
if it \Vas legal to put a lien on the property if a renter had de-­
faulted on ~Vater or se1ver ·charges. council staff looked up the 
laiV and that is the case. (IC 19-2:-5:-23) 

The Committee then went over the r.esolution section by section. 
The Committee agreed with all. sections but felt there should be 
an appeal procedure. >vhen asked if there Has one, Mr. Phipps 
hedged some1vha t and referred the Committee .to Alberta Deckard. 
The Committee recommended includingari appeal procedure in the 
last section dealing with the manual for users.

· ·,· t 2nd. Item of Business i Resolution 7 5-43. Street Lighting 

P Councilman Morrison (subcommittee on street lighting) reported 
that he had talked vdth PSI and worked everything out. He said 
all problem lighting areas had been cleared up. There is now a 
new·agreement -to cooperate betv1een the City and PSI. Mr. Morrison 
said he intends to propose that the Council staff' and a commitee 
of the Council handle all street lighting matters in the future. 
He outlined a plan to divide the city into quadrants and provide 
for yearly evaluation. Jean Strohm spoke against the Resolution 

. saying 1ve should concentrate on the fut.ure, not the past. 

The Committee recommended the Resolution stay on the table and· 
theref~re die but that the ~ouncil as a whole be apprised of the 
Committee's discussion of the ma·tter. 

3rd. Item of Business: Resolution 75-50 Watershed Area A 
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Jeah Strohm shovred the Committee a map of the area and explained . 
the nature of'the project. She stated that even though its too 
late to let the contract, she \vould like the Council to approp­
riate the money to show its int~nt to carry._through on the pro­
ject next year.
