WHEREAS, in selecting an appropriate site in that
part of the City it was necessary for City officials to
consult and work with officials from Indiana University,
and

WHEREAS, a feasible site for the construction
of this storage facility exists on the east side of the

by-pass adjacent to the Indiana University golf course

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED BY THE

COMMON COUNCIL QF TEE CITY OF BLOOMINGTOM, INDIANA,

That the Common Council expresses its belief that
the proposed water storage facility should be constructed
on the site gsituated east of the by-pass which meets the
necessary engineering requirements and is on land which
is not adjacent to residenﬁial property and that the City
Utilitieg Board and the appropriate University officials
should reconsider this site.
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
