WHEREAS, the Rédevelopment Commission on May 6, 1974, in
public hearing did resolve that said 0ld Monroe County

Library not be cleared, but be preserved, and

WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Commission did on November 4, 15974,
in public hearing resolve to sell said 0ld Monroe County
Library to the City of Bloomington, for improvement and
renovation, at the fair market appraisal value required by

Federal Law,

NQW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF
THE CITY QF BLOOMINGTON, INDIANA:

That the Board of Public Works be directed to pay
to the Redevelopment Commission of the City of Bloomington,
Indiana, the sum of eighty thousand dollars ($80,000,00)
for the purchase of the land and fixtures of City Inlots
numbered 187 and 188 in Blcomington Township, Monroe County,
Indiana, and generally described as the 01d Monroe County

Library.
