
ORDINANCE NO. 72-36 

AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING TIlE ANNEXATION 
OF ADJACENT AND CONTIGUOUS TERRITORY 

'vJHEREAS, the Boundary of the City of Bloomington, Indiana 

is adjacent to the real estate described herein 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL 
OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, INDIANA: 

SECTION 1. That the following described land be, and the 

same is, hereby annexed to and declared a part of the City of
