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{2} A single kitchen adequate for the preparation
for meals;

{(3) A tenapecy based upon a legal relatiomship of
a unitary nature, i.e., single lease, mortgage
or contractural sales agreement for the entire
premises,

Section 12,116,020 Informstion Required in Appiication.
The application form shall contain the name and address
of the applicant; the year, make, and license number oI
the automobile owned by the applicant which is authorized
to use the private parking space; and a signed statement
from the applicant that he resides at the address given
in the application, that he owns the listed automcbile;
and that he is unable to provide adequate cif-street
parking as defimned in this chapter. Should the auto-
mobile and/or its license number change while a permit
is in force, it is the applicant's responsibility to
have it changed on the appliication.

Section 12,316,030 Information Contained on Permit.
The permit provided for in-this chapter shall contain
the following information:

{1) Number of the permit.

(2) Name and address of person to whom permit is
issued,

(3) Year, make, and license number of vehicle
authorized to use space.

(4 Month and date of issuance and date of expiration.

Section 12.16,040 Decal Required. A small, self-

adhesive, colored decal bearing the expiration date
of the permit will be issued - such decal shall be

affixed to the sign at the location of the private

parking space, The color of the decal shall change
each year. The absence of said decal shall be pre-
sumptive evidence that the permit has expired,

Bection 12,.16,.050 Expiration of Permits. All

permits expire on December 31 of the year of issuance.
Permits must be renewed by February 15 or appii-
~cation and permit expires.

Section 12,16.060.Fees, An initial administrative
fee of $25.00 stiall be paid upon issuance of permit.
An annual permit fee of $26.0C shall be paid there-
after ($13.00 after July 1),

Section 12.16.070 Approval of Avplication-Revocation,
The Application for a permit under provisions of this
chapter shall be first approved by a boaxrd of five
persons, consisting of one chairman and four members
appointed by the Mayor with comsent of the Common
Council. The Application for a permit shall be for-
warded to this board by the city controller, and

said application shall be approved or disapproved im
accordance with the guidelines set forth ino this
chapter. The initial investigation and decisiom of
the application shall be made by two members of thue

e



board. An adverse ruling may ke appealed to the

board as a whole, whose decision shall be final.

All permits. nrevmously*ﬁssuﬂd shall become immediately
reviewable upsn passage of this chapter. If a previously
issued permit is approved, no additional administrative
fee shall be reguirad. If a previously issued permit

is disapproved -a percentage refund based upon the months

remaining in that calendar year shall be made to the permit

holder upon proof of having paid the fee for that year.
The board shall further have the authority to revoke any
permit upon finding of wviolation of the regulations
contained in this chapter, :

Section 12.16.080 Space Unavailable Where Parking
Meter Installed. HNo permit for a parking space
adjacent to a residence shall be granted for any
space in which there is a parking meter installed by
the City.

Section 12.16.090 Disposition of Revenue, All funds
derived from the granting of permits under the
provisions of this chapter shall be placed in the
General Fund of the City of Bloomington.

Section 12.16.100 Enforcement. No vehicle other than
those authorized by the applicable permit shall park
in privatse parking spzace. An; vehicle parked in
violation of this provision shall be subject to
penalties as provicded in Chapter 15.72.150.

Section 12.16.110 Regulations. The following regulations
shall be in effect: :

(1) A permit shall be issued only when there is
a lack of off-street parking at applicant's
place of residence. “Adeqguate off-street
parking" shall be defined as space for one
automobile, including adeguate access to that
space. :

{2, Permits are restricted to one per residence.

(3) Permits shall be valid only for the calendar
year in which they are issued.

{(4) Private parking spaces are to be usmd for.
passenger vehicles only. :

(5) Private parking spaces may not be subleased
or rented, for consideration or gratuitously, to -
individuals outside the applicant's household.

(6} Violation of these regulations or any other
provisicns of this chapter shall result in the inmediate
revocation of the permlt by the admlnlstratlve board
with forfeiture of all fees Dald

(7} Permit holder will purchase and maintain a
standard sign as designated by the city.
