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APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE No. 72-7

AN ORDINANCE ESPECIALLY APPROPRIATING FROM THE LOCAL ROAD AND

WHEREAS, certain extraordinary emergencies have developed since

the adoption of the existing annual budget, so that it is now necessary
to appropriate more money than was appropriated in the annual budget;
NOW, THEREFORE, to meet such extraordinary emergency:

SECTION 1I. BE_IT ORDAINED by the Common Council of the City of
Bloomington, Indiana: That there be and he;eby is appropriated from
the Local Road and Street Fund of said City, not otherwise appropriated,
to meet the extraordinary emergency found to exist for the expenditure
of more money for the current fear 1972 than was set out in detail in
the budget as finally adopted, and appropriations as finally made, the
following sum:
