Street, Tenth Street, Indiana Avenue and
Henderson Street for commercial structures

0of three or more storles, apartment houge

structures of five or more stories.

A Structure shall be considered commercial if

60 per cent or more of the floor space is
devoted to retail, and/or commercial sales, :
