WHEREAS, pursuant to L.C. 36-7-4-501, the Plan Comimission is responsible for preparing
comprehensive plans and amenciments thereto and forwardmg thein to the
Common Council; and

WHEREAS, with the passage of Resolution 01-24 on October 31, 2001, an Alternative
‘ Transportation and Greenways System Plan was amended into the City’s
comprehensive plan; and

WHEREAS,  with the passage of Resolution 02-19 on November 6, 2002, the Common Council
’ updated the comprehensive plan, also known as the Growth Pelicies Plan; and

- WHEREAS, the Alternative Transportation and Greenways System Plan requires periodic
© revisions to reflect existing conditions and City priorities; and

WHERE’AS, the Alternative Transportation and Greenways System Plan seis forth a plan for
mproving the efficiency of the City’s transportation system, while enhancing
quality of life and promoting economic development; and

WHEREAS, a public participatory process has been completed for the Alternative
Transportation and Greenways System Plan, and the Plan Commission has made a
positive recommendation and forwarded the Plan to the Common Council for
adoption; and

- WHEREAS, the Altematwe'Transportation and Greenways System Plan should be retitled as
the Bicycle and Pedestrian Transportation and Greenways System Plan;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, MONROE COUNTY, INDIANA, THAT:

SECTION 1. The City’s Comprehensive Plan shall be amended by the replacement of the 2001
Alternative Transportation and Greenways System Plan with the 2007 Bicycle and Pedestrian
Transportation and Greenways System Plan, which is attached to and made a part of this
resolution.

SYNOPSIS

This resolution amends the City’s Growth Policies Plan (GPP) by updating and renaming the
Alternative Transportation and Greenways System Plan. This plan provides policy
recommendations and strategies for transportation facilities, quality of life standards, and
economic development and environmental goals to attain for the City of Bloomington as they
pertain to bicycle, pedestrian, and other non-automobile oriented modes of transportation.

Note: On February 6, 2008, the Council amena’ed this resolution by adoptmg Am 1, Am 2 and
Am 3.

- Am 1 added text on page vi of the Plan whzch acknowledged two key policy gmdance
documents adopted after the inception and before the update of the Plan. These key pieces of
legislation are Resolution 06-03 Supporting the Kyote Protocol and the Reduction of the
Community's Greerthouse Gas Emissions and Resolution 06 07 Recognizing the Peak of World
Petroleum Production.

- Am 2, in general, changed the term “alternaiive transpovtation” with the words
“bicycle and pedestrian transportation” wherever those words appear in the Plan and reflects
that change in the resolution as well. .

~ Am 3 inserted the Calculation Framework Document of the City of Bloomington’s
Downtown Vision and Infill Strategy Plan in the Appendix and reflected that change in the Table
af Contents.

“Since the resolution amends the City's Growth Policies Plan (GPP), IC 36-7-4-310 requires that
any amendment to the resolution by the Council be returned to the Plan Commission with a
written statement of reasons for the amendments. The ameéndments, in this case, shall serve as
the required written statement and the Plan Commission will have 60 days from submittal of
those reasons to approve or refect the changes and submif a report to Ike Counczl The changes
to the GPP would then go info effect:

o upon approval by the Plan Commission if it acts within the 50 day period,

o at the end of 60 davs in the event the Commission fails to act during that time; or

s upon passage of another resolution in the event the Commission files a repori refeciing
the changes within the 60 day period.

* Note the version of Resolution 08-02 initially sipned by the President and Mayor did not
correctly reflect the changes made by Am 2 in that the rew name af the Plan did not include the
word “Pedestrian.” The resolution was corrected and resigned by those officers.
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
