ORDINANCE b66-18

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING AN ANITMAL CONTROL COMMlSSION OF THE CITY
OF BLOCMINGTON, INDIANA

BE 1T ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

BLOOMINGTON, INDIANA:

SECTION 1: There is hereby created and established an Animal Control
Commission of the City of BlGomington, Indiana, which Commission shall:

a. Operate, manage, and maintain the animal shelier.

h. Enforce all City ordinances concerning animals, which
term as used in this ordinance drall mean all beasts ang fowls of every
kind and nature,

c. Impound all animals within the City subject to impound-
ment,

d. Place, sell, or bumanely dispose of all such animals as
come under its control.

e, FEmploy personnel to carry our the purposes herein set
forth.

f. Make recommendations to the Common Council of the City of
ordinances concerning animals.

SECTION 2: The Animal Control Lommission shall be composed of seven
(7) members, ome (1) of whom shall be a member of the Common Council of
the City and shall be selected by the members of the {ommon Council. The
remaining six (8) twe (2} of whom shall be members of the Board of Di-
rectors of the Humane Association, members shall be appointed by the Mavor
of the City from a list furnished to the Mayor by the Monroe County Humane
Association of recommended persons. The Monroe County Humane Association
shall recommend three persons fov each vacancy tc be Filled by appoint-
ment by the Mayor. In the event the Monroe County Humang Association Tails
or vefuses to furnish To the Mayor a list of recommended perscns upon his
reguest that they do so, the Mayor may Then appoint members withoult regard
to recomnendations by such Association,

SECTICON 3: The wember of the founcil serving as a member of the
Commission shall heold his membership vpon the Commission for a one-year
term ending upon Decemper 31 of sach year.

The members of the Commission appeinted by the Mayer shall hold their l

memberships for terms of two {2] years, beginning upcn the second Tuesday

of May of each vear. Appcintments shall be made Ly the Mayor on or before

the Twenty-Tifth of April of each year prior to the expiration of the term

for which the appointment is made.

Of the six members appointed by the Mayor to constitute the first
such Commission, the terms of office shall be as follows:

A. Three members shall be appointed to hold office to
the szoond Tuesday of May, 1967,

B. Three members shall be appointed to held office to
the second Tuesday of May, 1968. '

In the avent OL a vapancey upon the Commission for any reason whaiso-
ever, the Mayor shall fill such vacancy under the same terms and cop-
