AN AMENDMENT TO ORDINANCE 65-16 FIXING SALARIES OF APPOINTED

That from and after the first day of June, 1866,
he yemoved from the salary and pay schedule of elected officers of
Bloomington, Indiana, the coffice of Clerk-Treasurer and that the
salary and pay Schedule for such officer be reduced by the amount
of $7,500.00 per year.
